To Whom It May Concern:

Please be advised that Jeffrey Stanczak, MD was a resident in good standing in the
Department of Radiology, Georgetown University Hospital, Washington DC from
07/01/98 to 06/30/02 completing the program on June 30, 2002. During this period. he
spent a total of 6 months each year rotating in the division of Nuclear Medicine.

The clinical curriculum is structured that it ensures residents receive supervised
instruction in the physical examination and differential diagnosis of patients with thyroid
disorders. In addition, specific instruction is given in radiation biology, physical
characteristics of radionuclides, interpretation of thyroid scintigrams and uptakes,
calculating and measuring therapy and diagnostic doses, radiation protection as well as
risk benefit analysis and dose administration.

While no data was kept at that time on the specific number of hyperthyroid and thyroid
cancer therapy cases that residents treat, given the case mix at Georgetown, it is more
than reasonable to extrapolate that Dr. Stanczak would have easily exceeded participation
well in excess of ten (10) of each category of case under the supervision of an authorized
user.
