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The inspector identified one violation of NRC requirements. Inventory of licensed material was 
performed intermittently because the RSO was unaware of the requirement to perform inventories at a 
six-month frequency. All materials were in locked storage, and no licensed materials required leak 
testing. 

One violation was cited in the previous inspection, concerning changing the RSO without NRC approval 
or notification. During the current inspection, the inspector verified that the licensee was aware of the 
requirement to notify the NRC when a new RSO takes control of the radiation safety program. This 
closes the violation from the previous inspection. 
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
