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1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to provide a closure plan for resolution of the issues associated with
the US-APWR DCD Chapter 19, “Probabilistic Risk Assessment and Severe Accident Evaluation”
and the supporting Technical Report MUAP-07030, “US-APWR Probabilistic Risk Assessment”.
DCD Chapter 19 Revision 3 and Technical Report MUAP-07030 Revision 3 were submitted by MHI
on March 31, 2011 and June 29, 2011, respectively (References 8-1 and 8-2). The NRC's Safety
Evaluation (SE) based on these documents was issued on January 17, 2013 (Reference 8-3). An
ACRS subcommittee meeting concerning these topics was held on February 21-22, 2013
(Reference 8-4). Following the ACRS subcommittee meeting, a public meeting was held on March
28, 2013 between MHI and the NRC to discuss closure of the issues for these topics (Reference
8-5). As part of that meeting, MHI committed to provide a closure plan. This commitment by MHI
was reiterated in the ACRS full committee meeting that was held on April 11, 2013 (Reference 8-6).
The following sections describe the issues remaining for resolution and provide the dates for
submittals to the NRC. In addition, this closure plan also addresses some remaining actions for
DCD Section 17.4 related to the Reliability Assurance Program (RAP).

Note that DCD Sections 19.1.5.1, Seismic Risk Evaluation, and 19.2.4, Containment Performance
Capability, were not included in the NRC’s SE in January 2013. Therefore, any issues related to
those sections are omitted from this closure plan and will be addressed separately.

2. SE Open and Confirmatory Items

The NRC'’s SE for Chapter 19 identified 20 Open Items and 24 Confirmatory ltems. (Note that the
SE actually lists 25 Confirmatory Items, but one item is a duplicate.) The Open Items from the SE
are listed below in Table 2-1. For each Open Item, Table 2-1 lists the associated RAls, the current
status, MHI's next required action to close the Open Item, and the date by which MHI will perform
that action. The Confirmatory Items from the SE are listed below in Table 2-2. For each
Confirmatory Item, Table 2-2 indicates which MHI submittal will contain the necessary information to

allow the Confirmatory Item to be reviewed and closed.

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7. Technical Report MUAP-07030 Revision

As described in Section 1, the US-APWR PRA is documented in the Technical Report MUAP-07030.
Revision 3 of MUAP-07030 was submitted on June 29, 2011 (Reference 8-2). MHI is planning to
update the PRA and submit the revised Technical Report to thé NRC as MUAP-07030 Revision 4 in
May 2014.

The PRA will be revised to address the following:

Incorporation of changes to the design since DCD Revision 3
Design changes, previously made as part of RAl responses and DCD Tracking Reports, will

be included in DCD Revision 4. Some notable examples include seismic-related changes
and design changes made in the Technical Report MUAP-13002, “US-APWR Evaluation
and Design Enhancement to Incorporate Lessons Learned from TEPCO’s Fukushima
Dai-Ichi Nuclear Power Station Accident” (Reference 8-7). The PRA will be updated to be
consistent with these design changes.

As part of each RAI response, MHI includes a section to indicate whether the RAI response

Incorporation of RCP seal LOCA model sensitivity studies

The RCP sea! LOCA model in MUAP-07030 Revision 3 assumes no seal leakage for 1 hour
after a loss of RCP cooling. After 1 hour, a leakage rate of 480 gpm per RCP is assumed.
MHI has performed extensive RCP seal testing, documented in the Technical Report
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MUAP-13003, “US-APWR Reactor Coolant Pump No. 2 Seal Test Report” (Reference 8-7).
The RCP seal LOCA model will not be revised in MUAP-07030 Revision 4. However, MHI
will document sensitivity studies related to the RCP seal LOCA model in MUAP-07030
Revision 4. MHI can provide the draft sensitivity study results to the NRC for review by
February 2014.
