1. Page 2 - Related Suggest you add Regulatory Guide 8.35, Revision 1, "Planned Special Exposure."

Guidance

2. Page 3 - Background, Suggest you discuss that emergency dose, including that from other countries from
third paragraph emergency response and recovery operations, should be included in the determination

of the annual occupational dose.

3. Page 4 - Planned With this draft regulatory guide, there are now 2 regulatory guides that provide
Special Exposures information on occupational doses from planned special exposures. To avoid the use of

multiple regulatory guides for the same issue and to minimize licensee confusion,
uggest that all information pertaining to occupational doses from planned special

exposures be eliminated from this document and included in Regulatory Guide 8.35
only. This document, however, should reference Regulatory Guide 8.35 and point the
reader to it.

4. Page 7 - Monitoring Suggest you keep the words "for ingestion and inhalation" from the previous revision.
Criteria, second "a)" These words add clarity to the requirement.

5. Page 20 - References Suggest you add Regulatory Guide 8.35, Revision 1, "Planned Special Exposure."
