Please provide the following additional information, as discussed in our phone conversation: (i) room 
number(s) associated with the submitted diagram, (ii) dimensions for the pink NRC-licensed area outlined on the submitted 
diagram, and (iii) confirmation that uses above & below the NRC-licensed area are a roof & storage, respectively.
