Senior Citizens (62 and older) may be 
asked to present a valid ID (any ID or document printed with your date of birth 
and issued by a government, social service, or mass transportation agency) 
to obtain the reduced fare.

All military personnel and their dependents will be permitted to purchase 
transportation at the senior citizen/passenger with disabilities reduced fare 
rate upon showing their military or military dependent ID card.
