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US-APWR CHAPTER STATUS REPORT - CHAPTER I MARCH 31, 2014

1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the status of Chapter 1 "Introduction and General Description of the
Plant" of the US-APWR Design Control Document (DCD), MUAP-DC001. The status of the
applicant, Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, LTD (MHI), submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory
Commission (NRC) review is included. The identification of NRC review items is only to identify
the review status and not to presuppose any review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate
authority and responsibility lies with the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Chapter 1 review to date including the
status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards (ACRS)
meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional Information (RAI).
A summary of the DCD chapter review progress by phase is given in Table 2.0-1.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 1 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014). DCD Chapter 1 remains
in Phase 2 with the NRC staff performing reviews of changes to the summary level information
on a periodic basis, usually in conjunction with the submittal of a DCD revision or DCD tracking
report. The other major review area is associated with the review of Fukushima-related
activities (DCD Section 1.9.5 and Technical Report MUAP-13002), which are to be discussed in
the NRC staff Safety Evaluation (SE) Chapter 20.

There have not been any ACRS meetings for DCD Chapter 1, although, there has been
indication (page 29 of the September 18, 2013 portion of ML14010A089) that an informational
briefing to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) for Fukushima-related activities would be helpful.
However, no ACRS meetings are currently scheduled.

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as clarification calls, public
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meetings, audits, or inspections, have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently
communicate various aspects of the US-APWR review. The majority of the interactions related
to Chapter 1 have been clarification calls to ensure that MHI fully understood an NRC RAI
before submitting an official response. However, a number of public and closed meetings were
held in order for MHI to communicate the strategy for addressing the Fukushima orders. There
has also been one audit related to MHI's Fukushima response. These interactions are
summarized in Table 2.2-1.

As of March 24, 2014, the NRC staff issued a total of 24 questions in 12 RAIs against DCD
Chapter 1. MHI has officially submitted responses to all of the issued questions. As shown in
Table 2.3.1-1 below, all of the questions except for fifteen are considered closed at this time.
Additional details of the remaining activities for each of the questions that are not closed are
described in Section 2.3.2 of this report.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728),
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), the Fukushima review is one of the areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period with a goal of completing the Chapter 20 SE with Ols. However, the
remainder of Chapter 1 will resume in Phase 2 following the temporary slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

Prior to the start of the slowdown period, the NRC staff indicated potential RAIs would be issued
on the following topics. As of March 24, 2014, no RAIs have been issued in relation to these
topics.

MHI will respond to any issued RAIs listed (See Table 2.3.2-1) or revise a prior response as
needed to close technical issues identified by the NRC staff review. Additionally, MHI has
committed to incorporate editorial corrections and outstanding RAI changes that are identified in
Table 2.3.2-1 into MUAP-1 3002 Revision 2. These activities will occur as part of the sequential
work to be performed during the slowdown period described in Section 3.1 of this report.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

As mentioned in Section 2.1 of this report, in addition to the typical ACRS meeting for DCD
Chapter 1, there will likely be an ACRS SC meeting in support of a separate Fukushima orders
related ACRS letter.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

There are two main technical issues remaining within Chapter 1.

(1) AAC versus FLEX strategy for the US-APWR Fukushima response

All MHI submittals to date related to the topic of the Fukushima orders deviate from the Nuclear
Energy Institute (NEI) 12-01 FLEX strategy for electrical power and instead rely upon the use of
dc batteries for the first 8 hours of the event and then the AAC GTG for electrical power supply
after 8 hours. The NRC staff is currently evaluating MHI's proposed strategy as outlined in DCD
Section 1.9.5, Technical Report MUAP-1 3002, and related changes to supporting information
throughout the rest of the DCD. The NRC staff will review the currently docketed material and
issue additional RAIs, as necessary, to close out this issue. MHI will support any additional
NRC staff requests as part of this review as described in Section 3.2 of this report.

(2) Tier 2* designation of selected portions of technical reports versus incorporation by
reference in Chapter 1 (resolution of this issue potentially impacts seismic, turbine
missile, and human factors engineering).

MHI is awaiting NRC staff guidance for how to best address this issue in a uniform manner
throughout the DCD.

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on December
31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420). US-APWR DCD
Chapter 2 is currently in Review Phase 4.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 2 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on August 22, 2012 (Package: ML101320253 - non-
public, Letter to ACRS: ML101030829, Letter to MHI: ML101020462, SE: ML1 01330474).

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 2 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
June 7, 2010 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on September 9, 2011. A summary of the
relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below. The
ACRS FC issued their letter for DCD Chapter 2 (and also Chapters 5, 8, 10, 11, 12, 13, and 16)
of the Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with Ols for certification of the US-APWR design on
September 22, 2011 (ML11256A206). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in DCD
Chapter 2 that would preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify any
specific actions for MHI or the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 2. The NRC responded to the
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ACRS letter on October 25, 2011 (ML112840392).

The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420). US-APWR DCD
Chapter 3 is currently in Review Phase 3.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 3 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on October 3, 2013 (Package: ML13268A147 - non-
public, Letter to ACRS: ML1 3268A1 59, Letter to MHI: ML13268A145, SE: ML13276A301 - non-
public/ML14069A435 - public).

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 3 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
November 20 and 21, 2013 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on March 6, 2014. A summary
of the relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below.
The ACRS FC issued their letter for Chapter 3 (and also Chapters 14) of the Safety Evaluation
Report (SER) with Ols for certification of the US-APWR design on March 13, 2014
(ML14071A255). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in Chapter 3 that would
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preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify any specific actions for MHI or
the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 3. The NRC staff response to the ACRS letter is expected to
be issued in April 2014, officially closing Phase 3 of DCD Chapter 3, except for Sections 3.7 and
3.8.

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728),
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), Chapter 3 (except 3.7/3.8) is not one of the review areas that will be pursued
during the slowdown period. Review of Chapter 3 will resume in Phase 4 following the
temporary slowdown.

An additional audit will be scheduled following the
temporary slowdown and the revised documents will be made available for the NRC staff
to review the changes.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the status of Chapter 4 "Reactor" of the US-APWR Design Control
Document (DCD), MUAP-DC004. The status of the applicant, Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, LTD
(MHI) submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) review are included. The
identification of NRC review items is only to identify the review status and not to presuppose any
review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate authority and responsibility lies with the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Chapter 4 review to date including the
status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards (ACRS)
meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional Information (RAI).
A summary of the chapter review progress by phase is given in Table 2.0-1.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on December
31, 2007(ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420). US-APWR DCD
Chapter 4 is currently in Review Phase 4.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 4 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on August 22, 2012 (Package: ML12181A342 - non-
public, Letter to ACRS: ML12181A120, Letter to MHI: ML12181A333, SE: ML14066A314 -
public / ML12184A285 - non-public).

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 4 to the ACRS Subcommittee on
October 18, 2012 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on April 11, 2013. A summary of the
relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below. The
ACRS FC issued their letter for DCD Chapter 4 (and also Chapters 15, 17, and 19) of the Safety
Evaluation Report (SER) with Ols for certification of the US-APWR design on April 29, 2013
(ML13105A219). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in DCD Chapter 4 that
would preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify any specific actions for
MHI or the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 4. The NRC responded to the ACRS letter on May 24,
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2013 (ML13127A299).

Three Topical Reports were submitted in support of US-APWR DCD Chapter 4. One is
MUAP-07008, "Mitsubishi Fuel Design Criteria and Methodology." This Topical Report was
presented to the ACRS Subcommittee on October 18, 2012 and to the ACRS Full Committee on
April 11, 2013. The ACRS letter was issued on April 29, 2013 (ML13105A219) and the NRC
responded to the ACRS letter on May 24, 2013 (ML13127A299). The final Topical Report
Safety Evaluation (TRSE) was published on June 6, 2013 (ML13155A219). The approved
version of the Topical Report was submitted on the docket on July 17, 2013 (ML13318A827),
per request from the NRC (ML1 3155A21 0).

Another Topical Report, MUAP-07009, "Thermal Design Methodology" was also presented to
the ACRS Subcommittee on January 15, 2013 and then to the ACRS Full Committee on April
11, 2013. The ACRS letter was issued on April 29, 2013 (ML13105A219) and the NRC
responded to the ACRS letter on May 24, 2013 (ML13127A299). The final TRSE was published
on June 24, 2013 (ML13163A301). The approved version of the Topical Report was submitted
on August 2, 2013 (ML1 3284A068), per request from the NRC (ML1 3163A301).

The other Topical Report, MUAP-07034 "FINDS Mitsubishi PWR Fuel Assemblies Seismic
Analysis Code" is currently under review by the NRC staff. The ACRS Subcommittee was
briefed on the Topical Report on January 15, 2013.

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as public conference calls,
meetings, or audits, have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently communicate various
aspects of the review of US-APWR DCD Chapter 4. A summary of the major recent interactions
between MHI and the NRC staff is provided in Table 2.2-1 below.

Majority of the recent interactions between MHI and the NRC staff were tied to the issue
regarding the fuel seismic response analysis. At the ACRS SC meeting on DCD Chapter 4, held
on October 18, 2012, the NRC staff expressed concerns that deformation of fuel assembly grid
spacers under only Safe Shutdown Earthquake (SSE) forces, in limiting core locations,
introduces Departure from Nucleate Boiling Ratio (DNBR) and Loss of Coolant Accident (LOCA)
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evaluation concerns. The NRC's concerns are currently tracked as OIls of DCD Chapter 4 which
are tied to the NRC staff's review of Technical Report MUAP-08007 "Evaluation Results of US-
APWR Fuel System Structural Response to Seismic and LOCA Loads." A public conference
call and subsequent meeting were held on March 8 and 13, 2013 (ML13059A108 and
ML13059A364), where MHI presented a strategy to resolve the issues mentioned above.
Another public meeting was held on May 30, 2013 (ML13142A463) to discuss the final strategy
and schedule for implementation of the final closure plan. After the meeting, the fuel seismic
closure plan was submitted to the NRC on June 14, 2013(ML13169A008).

In accordance with the closure plan, MHI performed a test to measure the axial flow damping
(AFD) response for a representative US-APWR mock-up fuel assembly under axial flow
conditions. MUAP-13020 "Axial Flow Damping Test of the Full Scale US-APWR Fuel
Assembly", which describes the test conditions and results, was submitted on the docket
(ML14023A703). During the project conference call held on February 25, 2014, the NRC stated
that the staff had completed reviewing the report and found it acceptable.

MHI also submitted a revised response to RAI 572-4583, Question 04.02-43 regarding the
vibration characteristics of US-APWR fuel assemblies. In August 2013, the NRC provided
feedback stating that the response had been found unacceptable, and a follow-up RAI1090-
7461 was issued on March 14, 2014. This RAI will be responded to following the temporary
slowdown.

The submittal of MUAP-08007 "Evaluation Results of US-APWR Fuel System Structural
Response to Seismic and LOCA Loads" Revision 3 will complete the implementation of the fuel
seismic closure plan. Due to the temporary slowdown, the submittal of the report is not
scheduled as of March 31, 2014.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces currently planned for DCD Chapter 4.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

Key review topics related to DCD Chapter 4 include the fuel seismic response analysis. The
fuel seismic closure plan was submitted to the NRC on June 14, 2013 (ML13169A008). The
submittal of MUAP-08007 "Evaluation Results of US-APWR Fuel System Structural Response
to Seismic and LOCA Loads" Revision 3 will complete the implementation of the fuel seismic
closure plan. In addition, a response to RAI1090-7461, Question 04.02-68 will be submitted.
Due to the slowdown, the submittal of the Technical Report and RAI response is not scheduled
as of March 31, 2014.

The NRC has not completed reviewing MUAP-07034 "FINDS Mitsubishi PWR Fuel Assemblies
Seismic Analysis Code." The latest revision of the report was submitted to the NRC on January
23, 2014 (Transmittal Letter: ML14035A473, Topical Report: ML14035A473). The NRC has
agreed to continue the effort to finalize the TRSE during the temporary slowdown period.

The status of the applicant,
Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, LTD (MHI) submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory Commission
(NRC) review are included. The identification of NRC review items is only to identify the review
status and not to presuppose any review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate authority and
responsibility lies with the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Chapter 5 review to date including the
status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards (ACRS)
meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional Information (RAI).
A summary of the chapter review progress by phase is given in Table 2.0-1.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on December
31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420). Chapter 5 of the
DCD is currently in Review Phase 4.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 5 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to the ACRS on April 28, 2011 (Package: ML111030107 - non-public, Letter to
ACRS: ML111030412, SE: ML111030441).

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 5 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
March 27, 2011 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on September 09, 2011. A summary of the
relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below. The
ACRS FC issued their letter for DCD Chapter 5 (and also Chapters 2, 8, 10, 11, 12, 13, and 16)
of the Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with Open Items for Certification of the US-APWR Design
on September 22, 2011 (ML13105A219). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in
DCD Chapter 5 that would preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify
any specific actions for MHI or the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 5. The NRC responded to the
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ACRS letter on October 25, 2011 (MLl12840392)

Majority of the recent interactions between MHI and the NRC staff were aimed at discussing the
adequacy of the residual heat removal system (RHRS) to perform its safety function at mid-loop
conditions due to the possibility of vortex formation and subsequent pump air entrainment.

Technical Position-I), RAI 925-6413 (Question 05.04.07-14), and RAI 998-7025 (Question

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 6 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-certlapwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the proprietary draft of the Phase 2 Safety
Evaluation (SE) with Open Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on August 15, 2013
(Package: ML13219B098; Memo to ACRS: ML13219A869; Letter to MHI: ML13219A930; SE:
ML13219A782-non-public; ML14050A029-public). The Phase 2 SE contained 12 Ols and 25
Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD changes that MHI had committed to make which had
not been included in an official DCD or technical report revision at the time of the SE.
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For Phase 3, MHI and NRC presented DCD Chapter 6 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
September 17, 2013 followed by the MUAP-07001 Topical Report presentation on September
18, 2013. MHI and the NRC returned to present GSI-191/LTCC to the ACRS SC on October 1,
2013. All three of the Chapter 6-related topics were then presented to the ACRS Full
Committee (FC) on December 5, 2013. The FC issued the interim letter for Chapters 6 and 7 of
the Safety Evaluation Report with Open Items for US-APWR design and related long-term core
cooling (LTCC) issues on December 24, 2013 (ML13346A732). The NRC staff responded to
the interim ACRS letter on February 24, 2014 (ML13365A056-public; ML14027A254-non-
public). Phase 4 is currently ongoing.

The FC also issued a letter documenting approval of the NRC staffs review of Topical Report

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as clarification calls, public
meetings, or audits, or inspections, have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently
communicate various aspects of the US-APWR review. Between February 2011 and December

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728),
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), Chapter 6 is not one of the review areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period. Review of Chapter 6 will resume in Phase 4 following the temporary
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slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

MHI has committed to updating DCD Chapter 6 for impacts of the safety reanalysis effort. This
commitment was made in MHI letter UAP-HF-13170 dated July 1, 2013 (ML13189A283).

See Table 2.2-1 and Section 3.2 of the US-APWR Chapter Status Report - Chapter 1 for
information regarding a new Chapter 6 RAI to be issued as a result of the Fukushima-response
related containment analysis audit. Note that the RAI prompting the audit was MHI's response
to RAI 1029-7076 Question 06.02.01-25 (UAP-HF-13117, ML13155A276), so MHI believes the
additional RAI will also be issued against DCD Chapter 6.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Chapter 6.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

The incorporation of the impacts of the safety reanalysis in DCD Chapter 6 is the only remaining
technical issue requiring MHI action at this time. As described in US-APWR Chapter Status
Report - Chapter 15, the safety reanalysis effort will be placed on hold during the slowdown
period. The scheduling of the reanalysis, DCD changes, and subsequent NRC staff review will
be determined following the temporary slowdown period.

There are two confirmatory actions in the Phase 2 SE that are not tied to any of the RAIs listed
in Table 2.3.2-1 of this report. SE CI-SPRO6.03-2 requires that the staff verify that the final DCD
incorporates the information provided in US-APWR DCD Revision 3 Tracking Report
MUAP-11021, Revision 1 dated December 2011 (ML12030A217). The information from
MUAP-11021 was incorporated into DCD Revision 4, so there is no additional MHI action for
this item. SE CI-06.02.04_6-147 requires staff verification that the DCD has been changed in
accordance with the response to RAI 362-2278 Question 09.02.02-34. Question 09.02.02-34
was subsequently Unresolved-Closed to RAI 571-4365 Question 09.02.02-58 which is
Unresolved-Closed to RAI 760-5576 Question 09.02.02-82. However, RAI 760-5576 Question
09.02.02-82 is currently Resolved-Closed, so there is no additional MHI action for this item.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the status of Chapter 7, "Instrumentation and Controls," of the
US-APWR Design Certification Document (DCD), MUAP-DC007. The status of the applicant,
Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, Ltd. (MHI), submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory Commission
(NRC) review are included. The identification of NRC review items is only to identify the review
status and not to presuppose any review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate authority and
responsibility lies with the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Chapter 7 review to date including the
status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards (ACRS)
meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional Information (RAI).
A summary of the DCD chapter review progress by phase is given in Table 2.0-1.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on December
31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 7 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, 21 February, 2014). Phase 2 was completed
with the issuance of the draft of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with Open Items
(01) to MHI on March 26, 2013 (ML12144A163). Phase 3 commenced with the presentation of
DCD Chapter 7 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on April 25-26, 2013 (ML13154A065) by MHI
and the NRC. DCD Chapter 7 was presented to the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on December
5, 2013 (ML13316A507). The FC issued their letter for Chapter 7 of the SER with Ols for US-
APWR Instrumentation & Controls (I&C) design on December 24, 2013 (ML13346A732). Phase
4 of the NRC review is ongoing.

The Chapter 7 ACRS SC posed 14 questions requiring follow-up by the NRC and MHI after the
meeting. MHI provided responses to the ACRS and NRC on September 20, 2013
(ML13280A488). The Chapter 7 ACRS FC was conducted and a summary letter issued
(ML13346A732). The summary letter recommended the NRC ensure that sufficient design
information is available to provide assurance that watchdog timers will produce the desired
reactor protection and engineered safety features actuation failure state signals independently
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from the Mitsubishi Electric Total Advanced Controller (MELTAC) platform software. The NRC
has responded to the ACRS' letter stating the Staff and MHI are working to resolve the issue
(ML14027A296).

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as clarification calls, public
meetings, audits, and inspections have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently
communicate various aspects of the US-APWR review. The majority of the interactions related
to Chapter 7 have been clarification calls to ensure that MHI fully understood an NRC RAI
before submitting an official response. However, a number of public meetings were held in
order to facilitate a common understanding of ongoing review topics and closure approaches. A
summary of recent interactions between MHI and the NRC regarding Chapter 7 is presented in
Table 2.2-1 of this report. Interactions which have resulted in actions currently not completed
are discussed below.

The NRC requested a clarification call be held on December 19, 2013 to discuss Probabilistic
Risk Assessment (PRA) references in Chapter 7 along with RAIs 568-4588, 992-6999, and 996-
7040. The NRC had looked at the DCD revisions described in the ACRS responses which
included modifications to discussions related to PRA in Chapter 7. The NRC stated many
references to PRA in Chapter 7 could be removed because the staffs evaluation does not rely
on PRA to make a safety determination. The NRC proposed writing a new draft RAI against
Chapter 7 to provide a specific list of references to PRA in Chapter 7 that the Staff believed
should be removed. The NRC clarified that the RAI would be based on DCD Revision 4, but
would consider the markups made in the ACRS responses. The RAI, once finalized, would be
considered a follow-up to RAI 750-5675, Question 19-515 answered on November 14, 2013
(ML13325B1 04) and a Chapter 7 Open Item. The discussed RAI has since been issued final as
RAI 1091-7447 and has been received by MHI.

The NRC expressed there was one remaining issue with the Post Accident Monitoring (PAM)
response (RAI 568-4588). Type A variables supporting operator actions for the steam generator
tube rupture (SGTR) scenario in DCD Section15.6.3 were not entirely clear to the Staff. The
NRC questioned the significance of the N-16 alarm occurring at 2 minutes, and what would
occur if the N-16 alarm was not available. It was explained the N-16 alarm leads to entry into
the Alarm Response Procedure (ARP). In the ARP, a low pressurizer water level would cause
the operators to manually trip the reactor. The PAM RAI response included a markup to DCD
Section 15.6.3 that added the timing of the pressurizer water level alarm (5 minutes). The NRC
hadn't reviewed the markup in detail at the time of the call, and stated the NRC staff would look
at the DCD mark-up in more detail. The NRC had some specific questions about whether the
pressurizer water level timing considered the fact that the control system may try to maintain the
pressurizer water level. MHI did not have the details of the analysis regarding the pressurizer
water level alarm at 5 minutes and whether or not control systems were considered during the
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call. The NRC then asked whether smaller SGTRs are more limiting. MHI explained that the
purpose of the DCD Chapter 15 analysis is to provide the bounding cases for 1) dose analysis,
and 2) SG overfill, and that the timing of operator actions in Chapter 15 is based on a specific
break size. MHI's position was that the Chapter 15 results are bounding, but the timing of the
required actions depends on the break size. It was explained that a smaller break size would
allow more time for operator actions and still be bounded by the Chapter 15 analysis. The NRC
understood the analysis does not include a spectrum of break sizes compared to operator
action times.

The NRC provided a listing of comments regarding the DCD mark-up included in MHI's
response to RAI 992-6999. MHI acknowledged receipt of the Staffs suggestions and indicated
more time would be needed to review the Staffs comments. The staff requested a separate
ITAAC be created to describe the ability of the protection system to identify and mitigate the
effects of abnormal data transmission, and that the ITAAC comprehensively list possible faults.
MHI confirmed the Staff's request was understood. Multiple comments regarding Table H.1 of
"Safety System Digital Platform -MELTAC-," MUAP-07005 (Attachment 2-2 of the response)
were provided by the Staff and the Staff asked if MHI required clarification. MHI indicated the
comments needed no clarification. The NRC stated an RAI to ask for further information
regarding spurious non-safety commands and non-safety controller communication with
MELTAC and more specific ITAAC regarding data communication faults would be drafted. RAI
1076-7368 has been issued by the NRC requesting that MHI demonstrate that the data
communication system can mitigate the effects of abnormal data transmission and the creation
of ITAAC which comprehensively addresses possible faults. MHI responded to the RAI by
adding the ITAAC requested and descriptions to applicable documentation on February 25,
2014 via UAP-HF-14016 (ML14059A163). The ability of the protection system to identify and
mitigate the effects of abnormal data transmission, and an ITAAC which comprehensively lists
possible data communication faults, is the only open item in the DCD Chapter 14 Phase 2 SER
with Ols.

The NRC had commented on the mark-up to "Safety I&C System Description and Design
Process," MUAP-07004, Table J.1-1 "FMEA of PCMS for Single Control Group Failures" of RAI
996-7040. The NRC commented that the explanation of the evaluation of Plant Control and
Monitoring System (PCMS) control group failures should be more thorough. It was stated the
evaluation should include the initial conditions of events and the timing of interlocks in order for
the NRC to be able to verify that the evaluations are bounded by the current DCD Chapter 15
analyses. The NRC also commented that it was unclear that all potential failures in a control
group were analyzed. The NRC questioned whether it was MHI's intent to analyze all
combinations or if some combinations were excluded intentionally due to some uniform logic
applied to determine which cases were evaluated. The NRC noted only the evaluation for
Groups 1 and 2 were reviewed in detail, and that the review was halted due to the apparent lack
of information provided. The NRC stated an RAI to ask that MHI provide more detail regarding
the FMEA evaluations of control groups in PCMS would be drafted. RAI 1093-7366 has been
issued final and received by MHI.

After the ACRS FC meeting for Chapter 7, the ACRS sent the NRC a letter summarizing issues
remaining with the Chapter 7 SER with Ols (ML1 3346A732). The letter encouraged the Staff to
ensure that sufficient design details are provided to assure that the watchdog timers (WDT) will
produce desired Reactor Protection System (RPS) and Emergency Safety Features Actuation
System (ESFAS) failure state signals independent from the MELTAC platform software. The
NRC and MHI held a call on January 30, 2014 to discuss the issue. The NRC asked MHI to
clarify how the WDT is independent of MELTAC software. MHI explained the WDT is a
hardware device which sends a hard-wired failure state output signal from the failed module.
The NRC requested MHI provide more clarity regarding WDT independence and the failure
state output signal path. The NRC stated an email would be produced to clearly describe to
MHI what is needed to resolve the staffs concerns regarding the WDT. The email specifying
the Staff's concerns was received by MHI on 2/20/2014. MHI unofficially responded to the
NRC's concerns via email on March 7, 2014 further explaining the operation of the WDT. The
NRC has indicated an RAI will be produced to officially document the staffs concerns. RAI
1094-7466 has been issued final and received by MHI.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 7 is one of the review areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period with a goal of completing the Chapter 7 Advanced SER without Ols.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

There are no outstanding commitments for DCD Chapter 7 at this time.
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3.3 NRC INTERFACES

The NRC has identified the need for an audit to examine failure effects of the PCMS on safety
equipment and to confirm the data communication system can mitigate the effects of abnormal
data transmission. No schedule for the audit has been communicated, nor has an audit plan
been produced. The audit is to be performed after the slowdown period has ended.

Additionally, the NRC has indicated interaction regarding the PAM response (RAI 568-4588) will
be necessary to communicate the findings of the NRC staff's review once a thorough review of
the response has taken place, as discussed in Section 2.2 of this report.

A safety conclusion is yet to be reached by the Staff regarding the following key review topics:

As described in Section 3.1, the NRC will work to close Confirmatory Action RAIs identified in
Subsection 2.3.2 once Chapter 7 assumes review priority. At that time, MHI will work to officially
respond to the aforementioned RAIs, and provide the NRC further detail regarding the
independence of the WDT from MELTAC software so the NRC staff can close associated SER
Ols. Once an audit plan has been produced and an audit date has been determined, MHI will
support the NRC in conducting an audit to examine failure effects of the PCMS on safety
equipment and to confirm the data communication system can mitigate the effects of abnormal
data transmission.

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 8 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to the ACRS on November 18, 2010 and to MHI on November 19, 2010 (Package:
ML102850527 - non-public, Letter to ACRS: ML102850482, Letter to MHI: ML102850512, SE:
ML103210393). The Phase 2 SE contained five Ols. The Phase 2 SE also contained four
Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD changes that MHI had committed to make which had
not been included in an official DCD revision at the time of the SE.

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 8 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
November 29, 2010 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on September 9, 2011. A summary of
the relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below.
Following the meetings, the ACRS FC issued the letter documenting the ACRS evaluation of the
SE with Ols for DCD Chapter 8 (and also DCD Chapters 2, 5, 10, 11, 12, 13, and 16) on
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September 22, 2011 (ML11256A206). The ACRS letter stated that, other than the Ols identified
in the SE, there were no issues in DCD Chapter 8 with potentially significant safety implications.
The ACRS letter did request some additional information from MHI regarding the reliability data
for gas turbine generators (GTGs). The NRC responded to the ACRS letter on October 25,
2011 (ML112840392) and indicated the staff would work with MHI to resolve the Ols as well as
the additional ACRS request for reliability data. MHI provided the requested information by
official submittal (ML11335A268), as indicated in Table 2.1-1.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 8 is one of the review areas that will be pursued sequentially
during the slowdown period. This was identified with a goal of completing the Advanced SE with
no Ols.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

There are no outstanding commitments for DCD Chapter 8 at this time.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Chapter 8.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

As of March 24, 2014, all of the Ols and CIs from the Phase 2 DCD Chapter 8 SE have been
closed. However, there are still two technical areas where review is needed. A brief summary
of each technical topic is provided below. Refer to the discussion in Table 2.3.2-1 above for
details of the specific open RAIs associated with these topics.

" NRC Bulletin 2012-01 - NRC Bulletin 2012-01 "Design Vulnerability in Electric Power
System" was issued on July 27, 2012 (ML12074A115). To address this issue as it
pertains to the US-APWR, the NRC issued RAI 1017-7058 Question 08.02-17

provided a revised response on December 18, 2013 (ML13360A164). The revised
response states that MHI plans to follow the NEI initiative for this issue.

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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the status of Chapter 9 "Auxiliary Systems" of the US-APWR Design
Control Document (DCD), MUAP-DC009. The status of the applicant, Mitsubishi Heavy
Industries, Ltd (MHI), submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) review is
included. The identification of NRC review items is only to identify the review status and not to
presuppose any review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate authority and responsibility lies with
the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Chapter 9 review to date including the
status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards (ACRS)
meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional Information (RAI).
A summary of the DCD chapter review progress by phase is given in Table 2.0-1 below.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 9 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to the ACRS on February 22, 2012 and to MHI on February 23, 2012 (Package:
ML120390205 - non-public, Letter to ACRS: ML120390206, Letter to MHI: ML120390220, SE:
ML120530340). The Phase 2 SE contained 20 Ols. The Phase 2 SE also contained 28
Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD or technical report changes that MHI had committed to
make which had not been included in an official DCD or technical report revision at the time of
the SE.

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 9 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
March 22-23, 2012 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on September 6, 2012. A summary of
the relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below.
Following the meetings, the ACRS FC issued the letter documenting the ACRS evaluation of the
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SE with Ols for DCD Chapter 9 on September 18, 2012 (ML12261A356). The ACRS letter
stated that, other than the Ols identified in the SE, there were no issues in DCD Chapter 9 with
potentially significant safety implications. The ACRS letter did indicate two items where
additional attention from the NRC staff was needed. The NRC responded to the ACRS letter on
October 26, 2012 (ML12269A398) and indicated the staff would work with MHI to resolve the
Ols as well as address the additional two ACRS requests; the two items subsequently became
RAIs in Phase 4.

Phase 4 is currently ongoing. Note that 18 of the 20 Ols and 24 of the 28 CIs from Phase 2
have now been closed. For a discussion of current and future activities in Phase 4, see
Section 3 of this report.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 9 is one of the review areas that will be pursued sequentially
during the slowdown period. Specifically, the slowdown plan includes the activity for the fuel
rack evaluations provided in several technical reports associated with DCD Chapter 9. This was
identified with a goal of MHI and the NRC reaching agreement on the fuel rack evaluations.
However, the remainder of DCD Chapter 9 will resume in Phase 4 following the temporary
slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

There are three outstanding MHI commitments at this time. The first is that MHI committed to
an additional revision (i.e. subsequent to the March 2014 revision) to the Technical Report
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"Mechanical Analysis for US-APWR New and Spent Fuel Racks," MUAP-07033. This
commitment was made in the response to RAI 1054-7235 Question 09.01.02-41. The second is
that MHI committed to revising two of the three Technical Reports for the containment racks
("Criticality Analysis for US-APWR Containment Racks," MUAP-1 3011 and "Mechanical Analysis
for US-APWR Containment Racks," MUAP-13012). This commitment was made in the
response to several questions of RAI 1055-7184. The third is that MHI committed to revising
specific parts of DCD Chapter 9 based on the results of the safety reanalysis effort. This
commitment was made in MHI letter UAP-HF-13170 dated July 1, 2013 (ML13189A283).
Although the dates provided in that letter are no longer valid, the scope of Chapter 9 items to be
affected by the safety reanalysis remains valid.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Chapter 9.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

As of March 24, 2014, almost all of the Ols and CIs from the Phase 2 DCD Chapter 9 SE have
been closed. However, there are still two technical areas where review is needed. A brief
summary of each technical topic is provided below. Refer to the discussion in Table 2.3.2-1
above for details of the specific open RAIs associated with these topics.

" New and Spent Fuel Racks - DCD Section 9.1 references three Technical Reports that
provide analyses of the new and spent fuel racks. The criticality, mechanical, and
thermal-hydraulic analyses are provided in Technical Reports MUAP-07032,
MUAP-07033, and MUAP-09014, respectively. MHI submitted revisions to these three
Technical Reports on March 25, 2014 (MHI letter UAP-HF-14027, ML not yet available).
As discussed previously in Section 3.2 of this report, MHI has a commitment for an
additional revision to the mechanical analysis Technical Report, MUAP-07033. MHI will
submit the necessary revision to address the remaining issues. The Technical Reports
have been the subject of several DCD Chapter 9 RAIs, including some which were still
under review by the NRC when the review was put on hold due to the slowdown. The
NRC review of the Technical Report revisions, including the associated RAI responses,
is necessary in order to ensure that the new and spent fuel racks are acceptable and
that all issues are resolved.

* Containment Racks - DCD Section 9.1 references three Technical Reports that provide
analyses of the containment racks.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 10 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, 21 February, 2014). Phase 2 was completed
with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with Open Items (01) to MHI
on August 9, 2011 (ML111990458). Phase 3 commenced with the presentation of DCD Chapter
10 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on August 17, 2011 (ML11245A157) by MHI and the NRC.

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3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Chapter 12.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

As of December 31, 2013, there are four open technical areas remaining in the Chapter 12 SE.
A brief summary of each technical topic is provided below. Refer to the discussion in
Table 2.3.2-1 for details of the specific open RAIs associated with these topics.

Rapid Drain Down/Containment Racks - The Chapter 12 Phase 2 SE with open items lists
this technical area as 01 12.03-12.04-2 and ties it to MHI's response to RAI 524-4020
Question 12.03-12.04-35. The NRC staff revised the status of Question 12.03-12.04-35 to
unresolved and closed to follow-up RAI 895-6172 Questions 12.03-12.04-40 through 12.03-
12.04-47, which were issued on January 27, 2012. MHI responded to RAI 895-6172 on
April 25, 2012. The NRC then changed the status of Questions 12.03-13.04-40 through
12.03-12.05-47 to unresolved and closed to follow-up RAI 1055-7184 Questions 09.01.02-
44 through 09.01.02-77, which were issued on October 7, 2013. MHI responses to the
additional follow-up questions in RAI 1055-7184 were submitted on November 14, 2013 and
December 2, 2013. The NRC staff had additional follow-up items, which were issued as RAI
1075-7308 Questions 12.03-71 through 12.03-80 on February 4, 2014. MHI intends to
respond to the latest round of follow-up questions following the slowdown period.

Mission Dose - The Chapter 12 Phase 2 SE with open items lists this technical area as
01 12.03-12.04-1 and Cl 12.03-12.04-4 and ties it to MHI's response to RAI 429-3178
Question 12.03-12.04-27-SQ2 and RAI 358-2462 Question 03.11-2. MHI provided their
original closure strategy for the open item in an informal memo dated July 7, 2011. The
closure strategy was then discussed during the August 10, 2011 conference call (see Table
12-3 of this report). MHI provided a proposed draft response to RAI 589-4536 Question
03.11-36 and corresponding markups to MUAP-08015 to address the 01 on September 16,
2011. There was no additional action on this topic until the NRC staff requested a
clarification call which was held on March 12, 2012 (see Table 12-3 for details). MHI
responded to the NRC staff requests received during the March 12, 2012 conference call on
March 23, 2012. An additional conference call for the Microshield calculation associated
with the Chapter 3 RAI was held on May 7, 2012 and MHI provided written clarification of
the questions on May 18, 2012. Other activities in Chapter 3 ultimately drove the official
revision of RAI 589-4536 Question 03.11-36 which was officially submitted on April 12, 2013.
Around that same time, the NRC staff determined that it was prudent to ensure that the post-
accident monitoring (PAM) instrumentation list was finalized (RAI 568-4588 Question 07.05-
18 latest response dated September 11, 2013) before completing review of the Chapter 12
mission dose open item. As of December 31, 2013, the NRC staff has not yet completed
their review of the officially submitted responses in Chapter 3 or Chapter 7 and therefore the
Chapter 12 issue remains open.

Tank Enclosure - The Chapter 12 Phase 2 SE with open items lists this technical area as 01
12.02-2 and ties it to MHI's response to RAI 532-4019 Question 12.0-2-29 and RAI 427-
2909 Question 12.02-21. MHI provided their original closure strategy in an informal memo
dated July 7, 2011. The closure strategy was then discussed during the August 25, 2011
conference call (see Table 12-3). MHI provided a proposed draft response to address the 01
on September 16, 2011. The NRC staff provided written feedback on October 20, 2011.
MHI revised their proposed draft to address the NRC staffs feedback and provided an
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updated draft response on December 21, 2011. Additional NRC feedback was received on
January 10, 2012. MHI responded to this additional feedback on February 10, 2012. The
NRC notified MHI on May 14, 2012 that the proposed draft was acceptable for official
submittal. MHI then officially submitted the revised response on July 14, 2012. There was
no additional activity on this open item until the NRC staff provided additional feedback /
proposed draft follow-up RAI questions on March 18, 2013. These draft follow-up questions
were officially issued to MHI as RAI 1027-7093 Questions 12.03-56 through 12.03-62 and
RAI 1028-7094 Questions 12.03-63 through 12.03-69 on April 30, 2013. At the NRC staff's
request, MHI provided a proposed draft response to the questions on June 26, 2013. The
NRC staff reviewed the draft document and provided additional feedback on October 21,
2013. MHI addressed the October 2013 NRC staff feedback and officially submitted
responses to RAI 1027-7093 and 1028-7094 on December 6, 2013. As of December 31,
2013, the NRC staff has not yet completed their review of the officially submitted responses
to RAI 1027-7093 and RAI 1028-7094.

RG 4.21 Compliance - The Chapter 12 Phase 2 SE with open items lists this technical area
as 01 12.03-12.04-3 and 12.03-12.04-4 and ties the 01 to MHI's response to RAI 578-4483
Questions 12.03-12.04-37 and 12.03-12.04-38, respectively. MHI provided their original
open item closure strategy in an informal memo dated May 8, 2011 and draft revised RAI
response on July 6, 2011. The NRC staff provided written feedback on the proposed draft
on September 7, 2011. MHI provided an updated proposed response to address the NRC
staff's September 2011 feedback on February 10, 2012. The NRC staff reviewed the
February 2012 draft and provided additional feedback and clarification requests on April 3,
2012. MHI addressed this additional NRC staff feedback as part of their official amended
RAI response on August 29, 2012. There was no additional activity on this open item until
the NRC provided additional feedback / proposed draft follow-up RAI questions on March
18, 2013. These draft follow-up questions were officially issued to MHI as RAI 1026-7095
Questions 12.03-50 through 12.03-55. MHI officially responded to RAI 1026-7095 on
December 6, 2013. As of December 31, 2013, the NRC staff has not yet completed their
review of the officially submitted responses to RAI 1026-7095.

The incorporation of the impacts of the Safety Reanalysis into DCD Chapter 12 is another
remaining technical issue at this time. As described in US-APWR Chapter Status Report -
Chapter 15, the safety reanalysis effort will be placed on hold during the slowdown period. The
scheduling of the reanalysis, DCD changes, and subsequent NRC staff review will be
determined following the temporary slowdown period.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on December
31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008, resulting in
the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the NRC began
the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420). US-APWR DCD
Chapter 13 is currently in Review Phase 5.

US-APWR DCD Chapter 13 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on September 1, 2010 (Package: ML102080487 - non-
public, Letter to ACRS: ML101550468, Letter to MHI: ML101550463, SE: ML102310356).

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 13 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
November 29, 2010 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on September 09, 2011. A summary of
the relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below.
The ACRS FC issued their letter for DCD Chapter 13 (and also Chapters 2, 5, 8, 10, 11, 12, and
16) of the Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with 01 for certification of the US-APWR design on
September 22, 2011 (ML11256A206). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in DCD
Chapter 13 that would preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify any
specific actions for MHI or the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 13. The NRC responded to the
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ACRS letter on October 25, 2011 (ML112840392).

Phase 4 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 4 SE with No Ols to both the ACRS and
MHI on August 29, 2011 (Package: ML112290261 - non-public, Letter to ACRS: ML112290858,
Letter to MHI: ML112290725, SE: ML112290270).

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 14 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on January 31, 2014 (Package: ML1133548800; Memo to
ACRS: ML13354B794; Letter to MHI: ML13354B799; SE: ML14002A116). The Phase 2 SE
contained 1 01 and 98 Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD changes that MHI had
committed to make which had not been included in an official DCD or technical report revision at
the time of the SE. Note that two sections of DCD Chapter 14, Sections 14.3.2 (Inspections,
Tests, Analyses, and Acceptance criteria (ITAAC) for Structural and Systems Engineering) and
14.3.9 (ITAAC for Human Factors Engineering), were not included in the Phase 2 SE since the
NRC's review of these technical areas is still ongoing. Therefore, Phase 2 is ongoing for these
DCD sections.
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MHI and NRC presented DCD Chapter 14 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on March 4, 2014
and the Full Committee (FC) on March 6, 2014. The FC issued the interim letter for Chapters 3
(Partial) and 14 of the Safety Evaluation Report with Open Items for Certification of the
US-APWR Design on March 13, 2014 (ML14071A255). The NRC staff response to the ACRS
letter will officially close Phase 3 of DCD Chapter 14, except for Sections 14.3.2 and 14.3.9.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 14 is one of the review areas that will be pursued sequentially
during the slowdown period with a goal of completing the Chapter 14 Phase 2 SE and
subsequent ACRS meetings. Although this activity was originally planned for the slowdown
period, the NRC has already completed the Phase 2 SE and the ACRS meetings for all of DCD
Chapter 14 except for Sections 14.3.2 and 14.3.9. Section 14.3.9 is planned to be completed
as part of the corresponding technical review of Chapter 18, which is planned during the
slowdown period (See Section 3.1 of the US-APWR Chapter Status Report - Chapter 18).
Section 14.3.2 is planned for completion with the corresponding SE for DCD Section 3.7/3.8 and
the remainder of Chapter 14 will resume in Phase 4 following the temporary slowdown period.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

MHI has committed to updating the ASME code definition in Tier 1 in accordance with a NRC
staff requested definition change. The revised definition is to be included in the first DCD Rev. 4
tracking report.

MHI has also committed to include the following Tier 1 ITAAC changes to improve the clarity of
the Tier 1 document.

The two open technical areas remaining in Chapter 14 are related to DCD Section 14.3.2 and
14.3.9. The Phase 2 SE for Section 14.3.2 will be completed in conjunction with the
corresponding Phase 2 SE for DCD Sections 3.7 and 3.8. No Chapter 14 RAIs or other actions
specific to Chapter 14 have been identified for Section 14.3.2 at this time. With respect to DCD
Section 14.3.9, the NRC staff needs to review the revised response to RAI 838-6095 Q 14.3.9-9
once they have completed their review of the revised HFE implementation plan reports. MHI is
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also planning some additional changes to the DCD, as part of the sequential review effort
activities, to ensure consistency with the revised HFE implementation plans. All of the revised
information will be reviewed and evaluated in the HFE ITAAC (Section 14.3.9) Phase 2 SE
which will be completed in conjunction with the DCD Chapter 18 Phase 2 SE.

There are three confirmatory actions in the Phase 2 SE that are not tied to any of the RAIs
captured in Table 2.3.2-1 of this report. SE CI 14.03.05-20 requires that the staff verify that the
changes to DCD Tier 1 Section 2.5.6 and Table 2.5.6-1 ITAAC 3 associated with ML13280A485
are appropriately incorporated into the DCD. MHI included these changes in the March 2014

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 15 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-certlapwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to MHI on May 18, 2012 (Package: M1121350394; Memo to ACRS: ML121350457;
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Letter to MHI: ML121350413; SE: ML120830026). The Phase 2 SE contained 32 Ols and 11
Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD changes that MHI had committed to make which had
not been included in an official DCD, technical, or topical report revision at the time of the SE.
MHI and NRC presented DCD Chapter 15, MUAP-07011 (LB LOCA Topical Report), and
MUAP-07013 (SB LOCA Topical Report) to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on July 9-10, 2012.
MHI and the NRC returned to present MUAP-07010 (Non-LOCA Topical Report) on October 19,
2012. All four of the Chapter 15-related topics were then presented to the ACRS Full
Committee (FC) on April 11, 2013. The FC issued the interim letter for Chapters 4, 15, 17, and
19 of the Safety Evaluation Report with Open Items for US-APWR design on April 29, 2013
(ML13105A219). The NRC staff response to the ACRS letter was issued on May 24, 2013
(ML13127A299). Phase 4 is currently ongoing.

Table 2.1-1 provides a summary of the relevant milestones for the NRC review of the three
topical reports associated with DCD Chapter 15. Both MUAP-07011 and MUAP-07013 were
revised in late 2013 to address the final Advanced Accumulator (ACC) scaling bias values from
the NRC staff's final Topical Report Safety Evaluation (TRSE) report for MUAP-07011, Revision
5, "The Advanced Accumulator" Topical Report.

(ML14030A381 -LTR, ML14030A407-Public TRSE, ML14030A412-Non-Public TRSE). The

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728),
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 15 is not one of the review areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Chapter 17 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, February 19, 2014).

Phase 2 was completed with the issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation (SE) with Open
Items (Ols) to both the ACRS and MHI on December 19, 2012 (Package: ML12342A175 -
non-public, Letter to ACRS: ML12342A097, Letter to MHI: ML12342A108, SE: ML12342A037).
The Phase 2 SE contained no Ols (the SE identified one 01 which was described as already
being closed). The Phase 2 SE also contained five Confirmatory Items (CIs) related to DCD
changes that MHI had committed to make which had not been included in an official DCD
revision at the time of the SE.

For Phase 3, MHI and the NRC presented DCD Chapter 17 to the ACRS Subcommittee (SC) on
February 21, 2013 and the ACRS Full Committee (FC) on April 11, 2013. A summary of the
relevant documents associated with the ACRS meetings is provided in Table 2.1-1 below.
Following the meetings, the ACRS FC issued the letter documenting the ACRS evaluation of the
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SE with Ols for DCD Chapter 17 (and also DCD Chapters 4, 15, and 19) on April 29, 2013
(ML13105A219). The ACRS letter stated that there were no issues in DCD Chapter 17 that
would preclude certification of the US-APWR design and did not identify any specific actions for
MHI or the NRC regarding DCD Chapter 17. Although nothing specific was identified for DCD
Chapter 17, the NRC responded to the ACRS letter on May 24, 2013 (ML13127A299).

Phase 4 is currently ongoing. Note that there are no Ols from Phase 2 to resolve during
Phase 4 and the five CIs from Phase 2 have now been closed. For a discussion of current and
future activities in Phase 4, see Section 3 of this report.

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by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 17 is one of the review areas that will be pursued sequentially
during the slowdown period. Specifically, the slowdown plan includes only the activity related to
the Topical Report PQD-HD-19005. This was identified with a goal of the NRC updating the SE
for Topical Report PQD-HD-19005. Although this activity was originally planned for the
slowdown period, the NRC has already completed the review of the Topical Report revision and
has issued the supplemental SE, see Section 3.4 of this report for additional details. However,
the remainder of DCD Chapter 17 will resume in Phase 4 following the temporary slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

There is one outstanding MHI commitment at this time. MHI committed to performing an
internal audit on the D-RAP and convening an additional expert panel meeting for D-RAP
following the next revision of the probabilistic risk assessment (PRA). This commitment is also
described in Section 3.4 of this report.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Chapter 17.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

As of March 24, 2014, all of the Ols and CIs from the Phase 2 DCD Chapter 17 SE have been
closed. However, there are still two technical areas where review is needed. A brief summary
of each technical topic is provided below. Refer to the discussion in Table 2.3.2-1 above for
details of the specific open RAIs associated with these topics.

* Quality Assurance Program Description (QAPD) - DCD Chapter 17 references the MHI
Topical Report PQD-HD-19005, "Quality Assurance Program (QAP) Description For
Design Certification of the US-APWR." The NRC approved Topical Report
PQD-HD-19005 in the SE dated January 24, 2008 (ML073610579). Subsequently, MHI
has submitted revisions to the Topical Report and the NRC has issued supplemental
SEs approving those revisions. PQD-HD-19005 Revision 5 was submitted by MHI on
May 20, 2013 (ML13154A309 and ML13154A311) and the supplemental SE was issued
by the NRC on August 15, 2013 (ML13213A068). MHI updated DCD Revision 4 to refer
to PQD-HD-19005 Revision 5 and the NRC has indicated that the DCD Chapter 17 SE
has been updated to refer to PQD-HD-19005 Revision 5 as well. However, due to
subsequent organizational changes at MHI, MHI has submitted PQD-HD-19005
Revision 6 on December 6, 2013 (ML13350A510 and ML13350A511) and
PQD-HD-19005 Revision 7 on February 20, 2014 (ML14065A060 and ML14065A074).
The NRC has completed reviewing PQD-HD-19005 Revision 7 and the supplemental SE
approving Revision 7 has been issued by the NRC on March 20, 2014 (ML14073A741).
MHI will update the DCD to refer to the latest revision of PQD-HD-19005. The NRC will
need to update the DCD Chapter 17 SE to refer to the latest supplemental SE.

" Design Reliability Assurance Pro-ram (D-RAP) - As indicated in Table 2.2-1 above, an
audit related to D-RAP was held in October 2013. The audit resulted in new RAI
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1069-7354 which MHI has not yet responded to as shown in Table 2.3.2-1 above. MHI
will respond to this RAI following the temporary slowdown. Following the MHI response
to this RAI, the NRC review will be a key review area in the future. In addition, during
the audit MHI discussed how the list of risk-significant SSCs (the D-RAP list) in DCD
Table 17.4-1 may need to be revised following the next revision of the PRA documented
in DCD Chapter 19. MHI's commitment to revise the PRA is discussed in the US-APWR
Chapter Status Report - Chapter 19. MHI will update the D-RAP list as necessary
following the PRA revision. Then, the NRC review of the updated D-RAP list in DCD

US-APWR DCD Chapter 18 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/reactors/new-
reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, 21 February, 2014). Phase 2 of the NRC
review is ongoing. There have been no meetings with the ACRS regarding US-APWR Chapter
18. Phase 2 of the NRC review is to conclude with issuance of the Phase 2 Safety Evaluation
Report (SER) with Open Items (01) to both the ACRS and MHI.

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as clarification calls, public
meetings, audits, or inspections, have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently
communicate various aspects of the US-APWR review. The majority of the interactions related
to Chapter 18 have been clarification calls to ensure that MHI fully understood an NRC RAI
before submitting an official response. However, a number of public meetings and calls were
held in order to facilitate a common understanding of ongoing review topics and closure
approaches. A summary of recent interactions between MHI and the NRC regarding Chapter 18
is presented in Table 2.2-1. Interactions which have resulted in actions currently not completed
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are discussed below.

On March 28, 2013 the NRC and MHI participated in a clarification call to discuss the
reorganization and submission of Human Factors Engineering (HFE) Implementation Plans (IP)
and changes to affected documentation. MHI stated Technical Reports (TeR) and templates of
Results Summary Reports (contained within the IPs) would be produced to correspond to
applicable HFE elements in NUREG-0711, Revision 2 and demonstrate fulfillment of
acceptance criteria therein. MHI also committed to reconcile the DCD and HFE Topical Report
(ToR) MUAP-07007, "HSI System Description and HFE Process" in order to facilitate the Staffs
review of the US-APWR Human System Interface System. Subsequent to the meeting, MHI
submitted the HFE closure plan (ML13093A412) which officially communicated MHI's intentions
to the NRC.

To date, MHI has submitted the nine TeRs committed to in the HFE closure plan. In addition,
MHI has withdrawn MUAP-08014, "US-APWR Human System Interface Verification and
Validation (Phase la)," MUAP-10010, "US-APWR Procedure Development Implementation
Plan," and MUAP-10011, "US-APWR Training Program Development Implementation Plan"
(UAP-HF-14023) due to contents of MUAP-08014 being included in other HFE documentation
and the subjects of MUAP-10010 and MUAP-10011 being addressed within DCD Chapter 13,
"Conduct of Operations." Work to reconcile the DCD and ToR is ongoing as described in
Section 3.2 of this report. RAIs which have been issued posing questions against current HFE
documentation are presented in Section 2.3.2 below.

(ML13105A219). The ACRS letter stated that, other than the Ols identified in the SE, there
were no issues in DCD Chapter 19 that would preclude certification of the US-APWR design.
The ACRS letter did indicate two items where additional attention from the NRC staff was
needed. The NRC responded to the ACRS letter on May 24, 2013 (ML13127A299) and
indicated the staff would work with MHI to resolve the Ols as well as the additional ACRS
requests. One of the items was related to the use of the probabilistic risk assessment (PRA) to
support risk-informed applications; this item applies to the licensee and is outside of the scope
of the design certification, so no further action was required by MHI. The other item became an
RAI in Phase 4.

Phase 4 is currently ongoing. Note that 7 of the 20 Ols and 17 of the 24 CIs from Phase 2 have
now been closed. For a discussion of current and future activities in Phase 4, see Section 3 of
this report.

DCD Chapter 19 also includes Appendix A, "Beyond Design Basis Aircraft Impact Assessment."
The Aircraft Impact Assessment (AIA) review does not include all six phases. Phases 2 and 3
are skipped and the staff moves directly to Phase 4 with the preparation of the Advanced SE
with no Ols. The NRC has prepared a draft Phase 4 SE. The SE has not yet been issued
officially and Phase 4 for AIA is currently ongoing. The AIA review also includes an NRC
inspection. The AIA inspection for the US-APWR was held in January 2014 (see Table 2.2-1
below).

Section 2.3 of this report summarizes the overall status of all RAIs issued against DCD
Chapter 19, as well as providing specific discussion of RAI responses that have not been closed
during the NRC review of the US-APWR DCD.

2.3.1 OVERALL STATUS

As of March 24, 2014, the NRC staff issued a total of 610 questions in 89 RAIs against DCD
Chapter 19. MHI has officially submitted responses to all of the issued questions except for
one. As shown in Table 2.3.1-1 below, all of the questions except for 23 are considered closed
at this time.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Chapter 19 is not one of the review areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period. The review of DCD Chapter 19 will resume in Phase 4 (Phase 2 for DCD
Sections 19.1.5.1 and 19.2.4) following the temporary slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

There is one outstanding MHI commitment at this time. MHI committed to updating the PRA
and submitting the revised Technical Report MUAP-07030, "US-APWR Probabilistic Risk
Assessment." MHI previously described this commitment as part of the PRA closure plan in
letter UAP-HF-13101 dated April 26, 2013 (ML13120A019). Although the dates provided in that
closure plan are no longer valid, the scope of items to be included in the PRA update remains
valid. This commitment is also described in Section 3.4 of this report.
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3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are two additional interfaces planned for DOD Chapter 19. The first is that the NRC
requested an audit to close the confirmatory action associated with RAI 752-5614
Question 19-521, as described in Table 2.3.2-1 above. The purpose of the audit would be for
the NRC to review the finite-element structural analyses referred to in the RAI response. This
audit was not held prior to the slowdown and is therefore a future required interface with the
NRC. The second additional interface planned is related to the PRA update. As described in
Section 3.2 of this report, MHI has committed to updating the PRA and submitting the revised
Technical Report MUAP-07030. The NRC has requested an audit to verify that the PRA reflects
the latest design (i.e. the design changes in the DCD were included in the PRA update). This
audit would be held after MHI has submitted the revised Technical Report MUAP-07030.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

As of March 24, 2014, many of the Ols and CIs from the Phase 2 DCD Chapter 19 SE have
been closed. However, there are still several technical areas where review is needed. A brief
summary of each technical topic is provided below. Refer to the discussion in Table 2.3.2-1
above for details of the specific open RAIs associated with these topics.

* Low Power Shutdown (LPSD) Technical Specifications (TS) - The NRC staff has
indicated a need for increased use of TS to control equipment during LPSD operation.
This NRC position is based on Criterion 4 of 10 CFR 50.36(c)(2)(ii). This issue was
documented in RAI 669-5219 Question 19-494, which was 01 19.1-LPSD-494 in the
Phase 2 SE, and related RAIs (Chapter 19 RAI 1020-7081 Question 19-584, Chapter 16
RAI 161-1812 Question 16-117, and other older RAIs). As indicated in Table 2.2-1
above, this issue has been discussed in several meetings and calls. The NRC staff
position was also documented in a February 28, 2013 letter (ML13008A124). MHI has
submitted multiple revisions and supplements to the RAI responses, the most recent set
being December 12, 2013 (ML13350A316 and ML13350A089) and December 13, 2013
(ML13351A047). The most recent MHI responses have not yet been evaluated in detail
by the NRC and the NRC review is now on hold due to the slowdown. MHI's position is
that the December 12 th and 13th responses fully meet the intent of the NRC request and
address all NRC feedback received to date. Therefore, MHI believes this topic will be
resolved once the NRC has reviewed the most recent MHI responses.

" Digital Instrumentation and Controls (l&C) in the PRA - The US-APWR has a digital I&C
system which is modeled in the PRA. The NRC has asked several RAIs about how the
PRA models of the I&C, including RAI 750-5675 Question 19-515, which was 01
19.1-LEVEL1-515 in the Phase 2 SE. The ACRS also made several comments about
this in the SC meetings for DCD Chapter 19 as well as for DCD Chapter 7. MHI
discussed the topic with the NRC in the March 28, 2013 meeting (see Table 2.2-1
above), as well as several meetings with the NRC in DOD Chapter 7 (see US-APWR
Chapter Status Report - Chapter 7). Based on the NRC feedback, MHI provided a
revised response to RAI 750-5675 Question 19-515 on November 14, 2013
(ML13325B104). MHI's position is that the November 1 4 th response fully meets the
intent of the NRC requests. The most recent MHI response has been evaluated only
briefly by the NRC at this time and the NRC review is now on hold due to the slowdown;
preliminary feedback from the NRC was that there were still several issues to address in
this area. The NRC planned to provide a list of the remaining specific issues for MHI to
address. This list was not completed before the slowdown and is now on hold.
Therefore, MHI is waiting for the NRC to document the remaining issues in this area.
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* Seismic Margin Analysis (SMA) - As discussed in Section 2.1 of this report, the Phase 2
SE did not include all of DCD Chapter 19. One of the areas that was not addressed in
the Phase 2 SE was the SMA in DCD Section 19.1.5.1. This topic was the subject of
RAI 761-5804 Question 19-524. Based on MHI's latest seismic design, MHI provided a
revised response to RAI 761-5804 Question 19-524 on December 9, 2013
(ML13345A732). The most recent MHI response has not been evaluated in detail by the
NRC and the NRC review is now on hold due to the slowdown. MHI is waiting for the
NRC to review the most recent response and complete the Phase 2 SE for this section
of the DCD.

* Technical Adequacy and Compliance with PRA Standards - DCD Section 19.1.2.3
discusses the technical adequacy of the PRA. The NRC has asked several RAIs about
this topic, including RAI 967-6790 Question 19-575, which was 01 19.1-LEVEL1-575 in
the Phase 2 SE. MHI discussed the topic with the NRC in the July 11, 2013 tele-
conference (see Table 2.2-1 above). Based on the NRC feedback, MHI provided a
revised response to RAI 967-6790 Question 19-575 on November 12, 2013
(ML13317B695). The November 12th response provided a new DCD table showing the
compliance with the PRA standard endorsed by Regulatory Guide 1.200. The most
recent MHI response has been evaluated only briefly by the NRC at this time and the
NRC review is now on hold due to the slowdown; preliminary feedback from the NRC
was that the DCD table did not include the evaluation of internal fire against the PRA
standard. MHI will revise the DCD table to include the additional evaluation for internal
fire and address any other NRC feedback to resolve this topic.

" Drain-down Events and Containment Racks - The US-APWR includes temporary
storage racks (referred to as containment racks) in the refueling cavity that can be used
to store a limited number of fuel assemblies. The NRC has asked several RAIs in DCD
Chapters 9, 12, and 19 about the potential for a rapid drain-down of the refueling cavity
while fuel is in the containment racks. The focus of the DCD Chapter 19 RAIs, and
corresponding 01 19.1-LPSD-565 in the Phase 2 SE, is on why these drain-down event
scenarios are not modeled in the PRA. MHI provided a response to RAI 1061-7266
Question 19-595 on this topic on December 12, 2013 (ML13350A315). The most recent
MHI response has not been evaluated in detail by the NRC at this time and the NRC
review is now on hold due to the slowdown. In addition, the NRC issued a related
Chapter 12 RAI 1075-7308, which refers to Chapter 19 RAI 1061-7266 Question 19-595.
Therefore, the resolution of this topic requires action by MHI to respond to the new RAI
questions on this topic as well as action by the NRC to finish the review of previously
submitted RAI responses on this topic. (The general topic of containment racks is also a
key review topic in the US-APWR Chapter Status Report - Chapter 12.)

" Generic Letter (GL) 88-17 - NRC GL 88-17 addresses rapid loss of reactor coolant
system (RCS) inventory during shutdown conditions. The NRC has asked several RAIs
pertaining to GL 88-17 which resulted in 01 19.1-LPSD-506 in the Phase 2 SE. The
most recent Chapter 19 RAI is RAI 1061-7266 Question 19-596, although there have
been related RAIs in Chapters 9 and 12 related to the applicability to containment racks
(see key review topic above). MHI provided a response to RAI 1061-7266 Question
19-596 on this topic on December 12, 2013 (ML13350A315) and a revised response to
RAI 983-6953 Question 19-578 on December 9, 2013 (ML13345A731). The most recent
MHI responses have not been evaluated in detail by the NRC at this time and the NRC
review is now on hold due to the slowdown. In addition, the related Chapter 12 RAI
1075-7308, which refers to Chapter 19 RAI 1061-7266 Question 19-596, has been
issued and will need to be responded to by MHI. Furthermore, Chapter 19 RAI
621-4947 Question 19.01-5, and corresponding Cl 19.1-LPSD-5 in the Phase 2 SE, is
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related to GL 88-17. As indicated in Table 2.3.2-1 above, the NRC did not close the
confirmatory action associated with this RAI even though MHI believes that this RAI can
be closed due to required DCD changes being included in DCD Revision 4. Therefore,
the resolution of this topic requires action by MHI to respond to the new RAIs on this
topic, action by the NRC to finish the review of previously submitted RAI responses on
this topic, and discussion between the NRC and MHI to ensure closure of older RAIs
related to this topic.

" Technical Report MUAP-07030 Revision - As described in Section 3.2 of this report, MHI
is planning a future update to the PRA and revision to the Technical Report
MUAP-07030, "US-APWR Probabilistic Risk Assessment." This PRA update will include
changes discussed in RAI responses (see Table 2.3.2-1 above) and also any required
design changes based on the current DCD revision at that time. The PRA update will
also require changes to the DCD, since the PRA results are reported in DCD
Chapter 19. MHI action is required to complete these commitments. The NRC
previously indicated a need to perform an audit after the PRA update and MUAP-07030
revision. The need for this future interface is captured in Section 3.3 of this report.

* Aircraft Impact Assessment (AIA) - The NRC had prepared the draft Phase 4 SE for AIA
in late December 2013. Then the AIA inspection was held in January 2014 (see
Table 2.2-1 above). Following the inspection, the NRC issued RAI 1082-7419 Question
19-599 regarding AIA. MHI provided a response on March 14, 2014. The NRC
communicated that the response was acceptable and would be confirmatory pending the
DCD changes described in the response. The change in status has not yet been
processed by the NRC in eRAI. MHI will revise the DCD as discussed in the response.
After the NRC has updated the status to reflect the review of the response, the NRC will
also need to update the draft Phase 4 SE for AIA to discuss the RAI and response.
Then the Phase 4 SE will need to be officially issued. In addition, the inspection report
dated March 19, 2014 (ML14064A271) resulted in two NOVs and one minor violation.
MHI is required to submit responses to the NOVs.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

This report summarizes the status of Sections 3.7 & 3.8 of the US-APWR Design Certification
Document (DCD). The status of the applicant, Mitsubishi Heavy Industries, LTD (MHI),
submittals and the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) review are included. The
identification of NRC review items is only to identify the review status and not to presuppose any
review effort by the NRC staff, the ultimate authority and responsibility lies with the NRC.

2.0 CHAPTER REVIEW PROGRESS

Section 2 of this report discusses the history of the DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 review to date
including the status of the NRC Review Phase, Advisory Committee on Reactor Safeguards
(ACRS) meeting(s), significant historical NRC interfaces, and Requests for Additional
Information (RAI). A summary of the DCD chapter review progress by phase is given in Table
2.0-1.

2.1 REVIEW PHASE

The design certification (DC) application for the US-APWR was submitted by MHI on
December 31, 2007 (ML080140503). The NRC performed an acceptance review in early 2008,
resulting in the docketing of the application on February 29, 2008 (ML080420261). Then the
NRC began the safety review of the DCD, which consists of six phases (ML080840420).

US-APWR DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 completed Phase 1 in June 2009 (http://www.nrc.gov/
reactors/new-reactors/design-cert/apwr/review-schedule.html, 21 February, 2014). Phase 2 of
the NRC review is ongoing. There have been no meetings with the ACRS regarding US-APWR
DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8. Phase 2 of the NRC review is to be concluded with issuance of the
Phase 2 Safety Evaluation Report (SER) with Open Items (01) to both the ACRS and MHI
following the temporary slowdown.

2.2 NRC INTERFACES

A number of interactions between MHI and the NRC staff, such as clarification calls, public
meetings, audits, or inspections, have occurred in order to effectively and efficiently
communicate various aspects of the US-APWR review. The majority of the interactions related
to DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 have been to facilitate a common understanding of ongoing review
topics and closure approaches. A summary of recent interactions between MHI and the NRC
regarding DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 is presented in Table 2.2-1. Interactions which have resulted
in actions currently not completed are discussed below.
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From September 23 through 27, 2013 the NRC conducted an audit to review the seismic
analysis and design of the nuclear island structures in support of the safety evaluation of the
US-APWR DCD Tier 2, Sections 3.7.1, 3.7.2, and 3.7.3. Documentation supporting the
development of design time histories, soil profiles, structural models, and soil-structure
interaction (SSI) models were reviewed. Throughout the audit, numerous discussions took
place resulting in MHI performing various evaluations and hand calculations to accommodate
the NRC staffs questions and concerns. At the end of the audit, MHI had committed to revise
various RAI responses to incorporate discussions, evaluations, and calculations which had been
shared with the NRC staff. The NRC committed to produce new RAIs regarding some
discussions for which a previous RAI had not been issued. Issues outstanding at the end of the
audit included; out-of-plane motion of walls, response characteristics of the ANSYS dynamic
model as compared to the SASSI structural model, adequacy of the modified subtraction
method, SASSI results when using a Poisson's ratio greater than 0.42, mesh irregularities in the
SASSI model, overturning stability, and others. RAIs for which the NRC is currently awaiting
responses from MHI can be found in Section 2.3.2 of this report.

On October 31, 2013 a meeting was held between MHI and the NRC to discuss the design and
analysis of the US-APWR basemat. MHI presented the design inputs, methodology, and load
cases which had been used to determine settlement values and approaches for responding to
RAIs posed against the basemat design. The NRC indicated any approach using superposition
would need to be validated through the use of alternate analyses in order for the NRC staff to
complete its safety determination, and that quality assurance documentation regarding the
basemat design should be present at the audit of DCD Section 3.8. A list of other questions
regarding the basemat was provided to MHI in preparation for the DCD Section 3.8 audit.

From November 4 through 8, 2013 the NRC conducted an audit of DCD Section 3.8 to review
the design reports for the Reactor Building (R/B) Complex, the common basemat of the nuclear
island, and the related documentation and supporting calculations to address outstanding
issues with the structures, verify design methodologies are consistent with those presented in
the DCD, and confirm calculations were conducted in accordance with applicable codes and
regulations. At the end of the audit, MHI had committed to revise various RAI responses to
incorporate discussions, evaluations, and calculations which had been shared with the NRC
staff. The NRC committed to produce new RAIs regarding some discussions for which a
previous RAI had not been issued. Issues outstanding at the end of the audit included;
justification of using two times wall thickness to distribute localized forces, exclusion of in-plane
membrane forces from overall bending and vertical seismic forces, Steel Concrete (SC) wall
fabrication, construction, and inspection, thermal protection of hot penetrations through SC walls,
use of straight line theory of stress and strain for factored load design, and others. RAIs for
which the NRC is currently awaiting responses from MHI can be found in Section 2.3.2 of this
report.

A clarification call between MHI and the NRC took place on November 19, 2013 to discuss the
creation of the draft SER for DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8. The NRC stated the staff would produce
RAIs communicating 3.8 audit actions and then focus on producing the draft SER for DCD
Sections 3.7 & 3.8. Responses to RAIs which were officially submitted after the time of the call
were not to be reviewed by the NRC staff or included in the draft SER. MHI subsequently
provided multiple RAI responses to which the NRC staff provided feedback.

The draft SER was subsequently discussed during a clarification call between MHI and the NRC
on March 12, 2014. During the call the staff stated much progress had been made in the review
of DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8, but some issues still remain. The NRC identified the following topics
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in DCD Section 3.7 as needing further review and possible interaction with MHI; treatment of
walls shared by Seismic Category I and Seismic Category II structures, collapse of the Auxiliary
Building and Access Building affecting Seismic Category I structures, COL Item consistency and
redundancy, identification of Tier 2* information in the DCD, and augmentation of the DCD with
TeR contents in order to avoid unnecessary incorporation of TeRs by reference. The NRC
identified the following topics in DCD Section 3.8 as needing further review and possible
interaction with MHI; the gap between the PCCV and the Reactor Building, the ultimate
pressure capacity of the PCCV, use of linear and non-linear analyses, settlement analysis which
account for construction sequencing, and use of ASME code. The NRC identified the following
topics regarding Containment Internal Structures as needing further review and possible
interaction with MHI; issues of constructability of SC walls including training, mock-ups, and
non-destructive examination, stiffness values of SC walls (particularly walls classified as
Category 6), and the consideration of thermal loads experienced by walls in close proximity to
the RCS hotleg. MHI acknowledged the NRC staff's concerns and asked the NRC if RAIs had
been produced for issues raised during the call. The NRC responded in the affirmative and
acknowledged that some RAI responses concerning the aforementioned issues had been
received since the November 19, 2013 call but had not been reviewed. At the end of the call, it
was understood that multiple licensing and technical issues were ongoing in the NRC staffs
review of DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8, and that further interaction between MHI and the NRC would
be needed in order for the NRC staff to complete the Phase 2 SER with Ols.

3.0 CHAPTER REVIEW

Section 3 of this report discusses the near-future activities planned by MHI, commitments made
by MHI, identified needs for future NRC interfaces, and remaining key review topics.

3.1 SLOWDOWN PLAN

As described in MHI's November 14, 2013 DC Slowdown Plan presentation (ML13322A728)
and also in MHI's March 20, 2014 US-APWR DCD Chapter Status Reports presentation
(ML14079A396), DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 are not review areas that will be pursued during the
slowdown period. Review of DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 will resume in Phase 2 following the
temporary slowdown.

3.2 COMMITMENTS

In various RAIs submitted to date, MHI has committed to revise technical reports regarding the
seismic design of the US-APWR and portions of Sections 3.7 & 3.8 of DCD Rev. 4. RAIs which
commit to such changes are presented in Section 2.3.2 of this report. Documents which MHI
committed to make changes to during the DCD Section 3.7 & 3.8 audits are to be revised to
accommodate discussions held with the NRC staff. Work to incorporate the committed changes
into official documentation will resume after the project slowdown.

The US-APWR DCD Revision 4 Tracking Report Revision 0 (ML14080A147) was submitted on
March 14, 2014. The report contains numerous changes to DCD Section 3.8 and Appendix 3L.
Changes contained in the report are to be included in DCD Revision 5.

3.3 NRC INTERFACES

There are no additional interfaces planned for DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8.

3.4 KEY REVIEW TOPICS

After the project slowdown, MHI anticipates the NRC will review RAIs with statuses of
"Issued/Waiting for Response" and "In Evaluation" resulting in the need for the NRC to adjust
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the draft SER to indicate the changed status of various RAIs which will be reviewed. Remaining
issues within DCD Sections 3.7 & 3.8 for which MHI believes further interaction with the NRC
will be required are:

* treatment of walls shared by Seismic Category I and Seismic Category II structures
* collapse of the Auxiliary Building and Access Building affecting Seismic Category I

structures
* COL Item consistency and redundancy
* identification of Tier 2* information in the DCD
* augmentation of the DCD with TeR contents in order to avoid unnecessary incorporation

of TeRs by reference
" gap between the PCCV and the Reactor Building
* PCCV ultimate pressure capacity
* use of linear and non-linear analyses
* settlement analysis which account for construction sequencing
* use ofASME code
* SC mockup program
* rain accumulation in the gap between the Reactor Building and the PCCV
* CIS stiffness values
* CIS wall category 6
" effects of RCS thermal loads on SC walls

MHI will work with the NRC staff to resolve these issues through use of the RAI process,
revisions of applicable US-APWR documentation, and interactions with the NRC staff. It is
expected that several months of review will be required before the NRC is capable of producing
a Phase 2 SER with Ols which can be communicated with MHI and the ACRS.
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
