b. For Unit 1, most of the fuel is estimated to have dropped to the PCV. This is based on the fact that 
t1,1mulative decay heat during the period before sea water injection was commenced significantly 
exceeded the heat absorption due to water injection, etc. and also based on the fact that RPV 
temperature had been low from early stage. 

c: . For Units 2 and 3, damage fo the core is considered to be· moderate compared to Unit 1 and the 
amount off1,1el that dropped in the PCV is estimated to be less. This Is based on the fact that cumulative 
decay heat during the period when. water injection into the core stopped was within the level that could · 
be absorbed by the evaporation of water that existed In the RPV at the beginning and also based ori the 
behavior of. RPV temperature dropping after injecting water into the RPV via ~re spray. system. 

d. Erosion of the PCV floor due to core-concrete· interaction at Unit 1 is estimated to be approx. 70 an 
based on realistic assumptions. The core, howev.er, is believed not .to have breached the bottom of the ,. 
·pcv, which is about 1.9 m.further below where the core-concrete interaction is assumed to have 
stopped. Based o~ the results of PCV gas analysis, it is unlikely that core-concrete interaction is ongoing 
at this moment and thus the fuel is estimated to be remaining inside the PCV.

e. Even given the above-estimate, fuel in all Units 1-3 are being cooled stably and TEPCO does not 
believe that it would have any significant impact on the achievement of cold shutdown condition. 

f. At the May announcement, TEPCO estimated the fuel condition. for Unit 1 having a broad range of 
possibility from being retained in the RPV to dropping into the PCV. and ba~ed on the t.hen available 
information, estimated that most of the fuel remained in the RPV. However. after scrutinizing various 
data obtained after May, we came to the conclusion that by estimating that the fuel dropped in the PCV, 
the current condition can be better explained.

-We have transferred all the water from the tank in question to other tanks (completed on August 21 ). 
-We have removed the leaked water from inside the dike and currently removing the soil, into which the 
leaked water had seeped, from outside the dike. 

-We have strengthened patrols (from twice a day to once every three hours).

We are currently investigating the cause by conducting: addi1ional monitoring of the surface of the 
surrounding soil, boring investigation of the soil under the tank in que;;tion, and nuclide analysis of the 
groundwater etc.

On August 24, we confirmed that the tank in question was the one of the three tanks that was once 
installed in the H1 area in around July 2011, and then moved to H4 in September 2011, since foundation 
subsidence of approx. 20cm had occurred during th~ water filling test at the part of the area where the 
three tanks were installed in the H1 area. The relation between this fact and the leakage is still unclear. 
However, we have started transferring water from the other two tanks to other tanks in the H4 area. We 
will continue to investigate the cause.

3. ·Strengthening monitoring around the area 
Since the leakage was confirmed, we have been strengthening monitoring around the area. 
On August 21, we found a high radiation dose ·of approx. 6m5v/h (total dose of both gamma and beta 
rays) inside the drain ditch which is connected to the H4 tank area. Additionally, all beta was detected 
through nuclide analysis of the water inside this ditch (please refer to the materials below). From these 
results, we assume that there is a possibility that the leaked water has been leaking towards the ocean. 
We are monitoring the seawater taken from the Unit 1 to 4 side of the South Discharge Channel (approx. 
·33p meters sou1h from the exit of the drain ditch) every day, and the nuclide analysis results of Cesium-
134, Cesium-137 and all beta are so far confirmed to be al non detectable or very low levels.

1. Development and Demonstration of Suppression Chamber Water Level Measurement 
Robot (9/1212013) · 
- The robots utilize ultrasonic probe to measure the water level of the suppression chamber from outside 
the torus shell. 
- Demonstration at Unit 5 is ongoing followed by demonstration at Unit 2 next week. 

2. Preparation to Dismantle Unit 1 Reactor Building Cover (911212013) 
- The cover will have to dismanUe to remove rubble from the refueling floor. 
- Exhaust system of the Unit 1 reactor building cover will be stopped on Sept. 17th In preparation of 
dismantling the cover from around March 2014. 

- Conservative estimate of incremental dose rate due to removal of the cover is only 5E·5 micro-Sievert 
. per hour at a location 5 km away from Unit 1. 

8. Current Status on Contaminated Water Issues (9/912013) 
(page 11/45) Partially-treated contaminated water that leaked from H 4 Area Tank #5 may have flowed 
through the above ground draining trench to the sea; however, only minimal amount of Cs-137 was 
detected from the seawater near the discharge of the trench and gross-beta was below detectable level. 
(pages 22/45 to 25/45) Results of sea water contamination survey conducted by NRA showed minimal to 
no Cs-134/137, tritium and gross-beta at locations within 20-km radius of 1 F. 

9. Investigation of Partially· Treated Contaminated Water Leakage from H4 Area Tank (9/1212013) 
(pages 3 to 38) Inspection of H 4 Area Tank #5 and integrity assessment of steel tanks. 
(page 53) Samples taken from groundwater observation holes E-1 and E-2 showed high concentration of 
tritium and gross-beta. Tritium concentration in E-1 is rapidly increasing. 
(pages 61-64) Samples taken from groundwater of the Bypass System showed no gross-beta and there 
has been no significant increase in tritiui:n concentration. 

10. Status of Groundwater Contamination Near Bank Protection and Countermeasures (9/12/2013) 
(page 4) Maximum concentration of tritium and gross-beta from various sampling points. 
(page 13) No gross-beta has been detected from seawater inside the port of 1 F other than in the 
immediate vicinity of Units1-4 intake structures. 

(page 24-27) Highly contaminated water accumulated In Unit 2 branching trench has been transferred 
and the trench was fiDed with concrete and mortar. However, water seems to have backftowed from the 
turbine building into the trench. 

On topic 5, there was a question on what kind of level gauge will be use lo monitor the water level of 
flange-type tanks. 
We wm be installing a level gauge on top of the tank and fix ii with a flange bolt; the gauge will emit radar 
towards the water surface and measure the level based on the speed of the wave and time of reflection.

- The robots utilize ultrasonic probe to measure the water level of the suppression chamber from outside 
the torus shell. · 
• Demonstr~tion at Unit 5 is ongoing followed by demonstration at Unit 2 next week. 

2. Preparation to Dismantle Unit 1 Reactor Bulldlng Cover (9/12/2013) 
- The cover will have to dismantle to remove rubble from the refueling floor. 
• Exhaust system of the Unit 1 reactor building cover will be stopped on Sept. 17th in preparation of 
dismantling the cover from around March 2014. 
- Conservative estimate of incremental dose rate due to removal of the cover Is only SE-5 micro-Sievert 
per hour at a location 5 km away. from Unit 1. · 

8. Current Status on Contaminated Water Issues (9/912013) 
(page 11145) Partially-treated contaminated water that leaked from H 4 Area Tank #5 may have flowed 
through the above ground draining trench to the sea: however, only minimal amount of Cs-137 was 
detected from the seawater near the discharge of the trench and gros5-beta was below detectable level. 
(pages 22/45 to 25/45) Results of sea water contamination survey conducted by NRA showed minimal to 
no Cs-134/137, tritium and gross-beta at locations within 20-km radius of 1F.

We will be installing a level gauge on top of the tank and fix it with a flange bolt the gauge will emit radar 
towards the water surface and rneasure the level based on the speed of the wave and time of reflection.

Tokyo, May 22, 2014 - Tokyo Electric Power Company (TEPCO) released a statement in response to The 
Asahi Shimbun's article on May 20, "90% of TEPCO workers defied orders, fled Fukushima plant in 
2011 H, asserting that the company does not consider the temporary evacuation of employees in the 
aftermath of the accident in March 2011 to be inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. 

TEPCO's stance towards The Asahi Shimbun's article 
http://aiw.asahi.com/artjcle/0311 djsaster/fukushjma/AJ2Q1405200031 is as follows. 

-Our recognition is that the former Fukushima Daiichi site superintendent Yoshida's instruction was that 
the employees evacuate to. low dose areas inside the site, and if no suitable area exists, to Fukushima 
Daini. 

·Therefore, we do not consider the temporary evacuation of employees to Fakushima Daini to be 
inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. 

President Hirose was called to the Diet on May 21, and was questioned by one of the assembly membeis · 
about the facts at the time of the accident. His statement is as below. 

-As I confirmed via the related persons, the former site superintendenfs instruction meant "If there were 
no areas inside the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose is low, consider Fukushima Daini as 
an evacuation destination." 

-Looking back at that time, our recognition is that Yoshida's instruction was not given upon knowing the 
exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead, he meant "Evacuate temporarily to 
anywhere safe". As a conseque_nce, they were at least able to evacuate temporarily in a safe manner. 

-In fact. the necessary workforce stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond to the accident, and even some 
of those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Daini came back to Fukushima Daiichi after a few 
hours' break, and continued to work. I do not consider the evacuation to be inobservance of the site 
superintendenfs instruction. and neither do I believe there was any delay in accident response at 
Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of 90% of site workers to Fukushima Daini. Our 
investigation report does not even discuss the destination of the temporary evacuation. which indicates 
that it was not the main issue then. 

-Presently, as is well known. workers .at Fukushima Daiichi are struggfing to improve the situation there. A 
considerable number of workers who stayed at Fukushima in the aftermath of the accident still .continue 
to work at the site, where the working environment remains severe. Considering the sentiments of those 
workers, my regret is that the coverage saying "90% of workers defied orders" would negatively affect 
their morale. · 

-Our workers need to maintain a strong sense of mission and responsibility to continue their work without 
becoming demoralized. 

-Here on, my determination as president is to make sure that does not happen and to enable them to 
work free of impediment towards the challenging decommissioning operation at Fukushima Daiichi. . ......................

-Our· recognition is that the former Fukushima Daiichi site superintendent Yoshida's instruction was that 
the employees evacuate to low dose areas inside the site. and if no suitable area exists, to Fukushima

-Therefore, we do not consider the temporary evacuation of employees to Fukushima Daini to be 
inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. 

President Hirose was called to the Diet on May 21, and was questioned by one of the assembly 
members about the facts at the time of the accident. His statement is as below. 

-As I confirmed via the related persons, the former si1e superintendent's instruction meant "If there were 
no areas inside the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose is low, consider Fukushima Oaini 
as an evacuation destination." 

/ 



-Looking back at that time, our recognition is that Yoshida's instruction was not given upon knowing the 
exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead, he meant "Evacuate temporarily to 
anywhere safe". As a consequence, they were at least able to evacuate temporarily in a safe manner. 

-In fact, the necessary workforce stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond to the accident. and even 
some of those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Daini came back to Fukushima Daiichi after a 
few hours' break. and continued to work. I do not consider the evacuation to be inobservance of the 
site superintendent's instruction, and neither do I believe there was any delay in accident response at 
Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacua~ion of 90% of site workers to Fukushima Daini. Our 
investigation report does not even discu.ss the destination of the temPQrary evacuation, which indicates 
that it was not the main issue then. 

-Presently, as is well known, wori<ers at Fukushima Daiichi are struggling to improve the situation there. 
A considerable number of workers who stayed at Fukushima in the aftermath of the accident still 
continue to work at the site. where the working environment remains severe. Considering the 
sentiments of those workers. my regret is that the coverage saying "90% of workers defied orders" 
would negatively affect their morale. 

-Our workers need to maintain a strong sense of mission and responsibility to continue their work 
without becoming demoralized. · 

~Here on, my determination as president is to make sure that does not happen and to enable them to 
work free of impediment towards the challenging decommissioning operation at Fukushima Daiichi.

In face of the March 11, 2011, earthquake and tsunami crisis, our workers risked their lives and fought to · 
control the plant even while many of their families were suffering the effects of the tsunami, including the 
destruction of their homes and, in some cases, the loss of family members' lives. On March 15, when the 
situation seemed to get worse, we instructed necessary workers to remain and the rest to seek shelter in 
low-radiation areas. Some took shelter at our nearby Fukushima Daini ptanl Our post-acgdent 
investigation showed workers evacuated in a safe and orderly way and returned when they were 
instructed to. Therefore, I do not consider the evacuation to be an inobsefvance of the site 
superintendent's instruction. Nor do I believe there was any delay in accident response at Fukushima 
Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of some workers. · 
Certainly nothing justifies the sensational headlines that unfairly suggest workers ailed" in some 
disorganized, dishonorable way. To the contrary, they stayed on the job and risked their lives to bring the 
plant under control.

-As I confirmed via the related persons, the former site superintendent's instruction meant "If there 
were no areas inside the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose Is low, consider 
Fukushima Daini as an evacuation destination." • 

-Looking back at that time, our recognition is that Yoshida's instruction was not given upon knowing 
the exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead, he meant "Evacuate temporarily to . 
anywhere safe". As a consequence, they were at least able to evacuate temporarily in a safe 
manner. 

-In fact, the necessaiy workforoe stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond to the accident, and even 
some of those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Daini came back to Fukushima Daiichi after 
a few hours' break, and continued to work.

But I cannot be silent when our workers are unfairly maligned. 
In face of the March 11, 2011, earthquake and tsunami crisis, our workers risked their lives and fought 
. to control the plant even while many of their families were suffering the effects of the tsunami, including 
the destruction of their homes and, in some cases, the loss of family members' lives. On March 15, 
when the situation seemed to get worse, we instructed necessary workers .to remain and the rest to 
seek shelter in low-radiation areas. Some took shelter al our nearby Fukushima Daini plant Our post­

accident investigation showed workers evacuated in a safe and orderly way and returned when they 
were instructed to. Therefore. I do not consider the evacuation to be an inobservance of the site 
superintendenfs instruction. Nor do I believe there was any delay In accident response at Fukushima 
Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of some workers. 
Certainly nothing justifies the sensational headlines that unfairly suggest workers "fled" in some 



disorganized, dishonorable way. To the contrary, they stayed on the job and risked their live.s to bring 
the plant under control.

. Fukushima plant in 2011". asserting that the CQmpany does not consider the temporary 
evacuation Qf employees in the aftermath of the accident in March 2011 to be inobservance of 
Yoshida's instructions.

-Our recognition is that the former Fukushima Daiichi site superintendent Yoshida's iristruction was 
that the employees evacuate to low dose areas inside the site, and if no suitable area exists. lo 
Fukushima Oaini. · · · . 

-Therefore, we do not consider the temporary evacuation of employees to Fukushima Daini to be 
inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. · ' 

President Hirose was called to the Diet on May 21, and was questioned by one of the assembly 
members aboul 1he facts at the time of the accident. His statement is as below.

·As I confinned via the related persons, the former site superintendent's instruction meant "If there 
were no areas inside the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose is low, consider 
Fukushima Daini as an evacuation destination." 

-Looking back at that time, our recognition is that Yoshida's instruction was not given upon knowing 
the exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead,_he meant "Evacuate temporarily to 
anywhere safe". As a consequence, they were at least able to evacuate temporarily in a safe 
manner.· 

-In fact, the necessary workforce stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond to the accident, and even 
some of those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Oaini came back to Fukushima Daiichi 
after a few hours' break, and continued to work. I do not consider the evacuation to be 
inobservance of the site superintendent's instruction, and neither do I believe there was any delay 
in accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of 90% of site workers 
to Fukushima Daini. Our investigation report does not even discuss the destination of the 
temporary evacuation, which indicates that it was not .the main issue then. 

-Presently, as is well known, workers at Fukushima Daiichi are struggling to improve the situation 
there. A considerable number of workers who stayed at Fukushima in the aftermath of the accident 
still continue to work at the site, where the working environment remains severe. Considering the 
sentiments of those workers, my regret is that the coverage saying "90% of workers defied orders" 
would negatively affect their morale .. 

-Our workers need to maintain a strong sense of mission and responsibility to continue their work 
without becoming demoralized. 

-Here on, my determination as president is to make sure that does·not happen and to enable them 
to Work free of impediment towards the challenging decommissioning operation at Fukushima 
Daiichi. . .

As president or the company that owns the Fukushima Daiichi nuclear plant, I am accustomed to 
criticism. 
But I cannot be silent when our workers are unfairly maligned. 
In face of the March 11, 201 t, earthquake and tsunami crisis, our workers risked their lives and 
fought to control the plant even while many of their families were suffering the effects of the tsunami, 
including the destruction of their homes and, in some cases, the loss of family members' lives. On 
March 15, when the situation seemed to get worse, we instructed necessary workers lo remain and 
the rest to seek shelter in low-radiation areas. Sqme took shelter at our nearby Fukushima Daini 
plant. Our post-accident investigation showed workers evacuated in a safe and orderly way and 
returned when they were instructed to. Therefore, I do not consider the evacuation to be an 
inobservance of the site superintendent's instruction. Nor do I believe there was any delay in 
accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of some workers. 
Certainly nothing justifies the sensational headlines that unfairly suggestworkers "fle.d" in some 
disorganized, dishonorable way. To the contrary, they stayed on the job and risked their lives to bring 
the plant under control.

-Therefore, we do not consider the temporary evacuation of employees to Fukushima Daini to be 
inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. 

President Hirose was called to the Diet on May 21, and was questioned by one of the assembly 
members about the facts at the lime of the accident. His statement is as below. 

-As I confirmed via the related persons. the former site superintendent's instrudion meant "If 
there were no areas inside the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose is low, consider 
Fukushima Daini as an evacuation destination." 

' ' 

-Looking back a.I that time. our recognition is that yoshida's instruction was not given upon 
knowing the exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead, he meant "Evacvate 
temporarily to anywhere safe". As a consequence, they were at least able to evacuate 
temporarily in a safe manner. 

-In fact, the necessary workforce stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond lo the accident, and 
even some or those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Daini came back to Fukushima 
Daiichi after a few hours' break. and continued to work. I do not consider the evacuation to be 
inobservance of the site superintendent's instruction .. and neither do I believe there was any 
delay in accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of 90% of site 
workers to Fukushima Daini. Our investigation report does not even discuss the destination of 
the temporary evacuation, which indicates that it was not the main issue then. 

-Presently, as is well known, workers at Fukushima Daiichi are struggling to improve the situation 
there. A considerable number of workers who.stayed at Fukushima in the aftermath of the 
accident still continue to work at the site, where the working environment remains severe. 
Considering the sentiments of those workers, my regret is that the coverage saying "90% of 
workers defied orders" would negatively affect their morale. 

-Our workers need to maintain a strong sense of mission and responsibility to continue their.work 
without becoming demoralized. 

-Here on, my determination as president is to make sure that does not happen and to enable 
them to work free of impediment towards the challenging decommiSsioning operation at 
Fukushima Daiichi.

Our post-accident investigation showed workers evacuated in a safe and 
orderly way and returned when they were instructed to. Therefore, I do not consider the evacliation 
to be an inobservance of the site superintendent's instruction. Nor do I believe there was any delay 
in. accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of some workers .. 
Certainly nothing justifies the sensation;:il headlines that unfairly suggest workers "fled" in some 
disorganized, dishonorable way. To the contrary, they stayed on the job and risked their lives to 
bring the plant under control. ·

Tokyo, May 22, 2014 - Tokyo Electric Power Company (TEPCO) released a statement in 
response to The Asahi Shimbun's article on May 20, "90% of TEPCO workers defied orders, 
fled Fukushima plant in 2011", asserting that the company does not consider the temporary 
evacuation of employees in the aftermath of the accident in March 2011 to be inobservance of 
Yoshida's instructions.

-Our recognition is that the former Fukushima Daiichi site superintendent Yoshida's instruction 
was that the employees evacuate to low dose areas inside the site, and if no suitable area 

. exists, to Fukushima Daini •. 
-Therefore. we do not consider the temporary evacuation of employees to Fukushima Daini to 
be inobservance of Yoshida's instructions. 

President Hirose was called to the Diet on May 21, and was questioned by one of the assembly 
members about the facts at the time of the accident His statement is as below. 

-As I confirmed via the related persons, the former site superintendent's instruction meant "If 
there were no areas inSide the Fukushima Daiichi site where the radiation dose is low, 
consider Fukushima Oaini as an evacuation destination." 

-Looking back at that time, our recognition is that Yoshida's instruction was not given upon 
knowing the exact radiation levels inside Fukushima Daiichi, but instead, he meant "Evacuate 
temporarily to anywhere safe". As a consequence, they were at least able to evacuate 
temporarily in a safe manner. 

-In fact, the necessary workforce stayed at Fukushima Daiichi to respond to the accident, and 
even some of those who temporarily evacuated to Fukushima Daini came back to Fukushima 
Daiichi after a ~ew hours'· break, and continued to work. I do not consider the evacuation to be 
inobservance of the site superintendent's instruction, and neither do I believe there was any 
delay in accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temporary evacuation of 90% of 
site workers to Fukushima Daini. Our investigation report does not even discuss the 
destination of the temporary evacuation, which indicates that it was not the main issue then. 

-Presently, as is well known, workers at Fukushima Daiichi are struggling to improve the 
situation there. A considerable number of workers who stayed at Fukushima in the aftermath 
of the accident stlH continue to work at the site, where the working environment remains 
severe. Considering the sentiments of those workers, my regret is that the coverage saying 
a903 of workers defied orders" would negatively affect their morale. 

-Our workers need to maintain a strong sense of mission and responsibility to continue their 
work without becon:iing demoralized . 

. -Here on, my \determination as president is to ,make sure that does not happen and to enable 
them to work free of impediment towards the challenging decommissioning operation at 
Fukushima Daiichi . .................

In face of the March 11, 2011, earthquake and tsunami crisis, our workers risked their lives and 
fought to control the plant even while many of ttiei! families were .suffering the effects of the 
tsunami, including the destruction of their homes ai'ld, in some ca'ses. the loss of family 
members' lives. On March 15. when the situation seemed to get worse, we instructed neceS5a,Y 
workers to remain and the rest to seek shelter in low-radiation areas. Some took shelter at our . 
nearby Fukushima Daini plant. Our post-accident investigation showed workers evacuated in a 
safe and orderly way and returned when they were instructed to. Therefore. I do not consider the 
evacuation to .be an inobservanee of the site superintendent's instruction. Nor do I believe there 
was any delay in accident response at Fukushima Daiichi due to the temj:>Qrary evacuation of 
some workers. · · 

Certainly nothing justifies the sensational headlines that unfairly suggest workers "fled'' in some 
disorganized, dishonorable way. To the contrary, they stayed·on·the job and risked their.lives to 
bring the plant under control. · ·
