An investigation into the above mentioned matter was held with the following
results:

1. Specimen 346-29-5363, with requisition number 987769 was received into
the toxicology laboratory on October 13, 1994. The specimen was logged in and
forwarded to a NRC batch for initial screening on the Hitachi 717 analyzer. The
specimen was aliquotted and placed in a rack with other specimens in the batch.
The results of the initial test were negative and the specimen which bears the
laboratory accession number 191621F was released as a negative on October 13,
1994.

2. A request was received on October 13, 1994 to re-run the specimen. The
speczmen was re—aliquotted and submitted for initial testing on October 13, 1994.
The ‘results were positive for the Opiate category. The specimen was therefore
forwarded to" GC/MS for confirmation with the results of codeine positive; 543
ng/ml, and morphine positive; 666 ng/ml, respectively.

3. After a careful review of the initial tests which were performed the
following were determined:

A. The only conclusion that can be drawn from the results, was that
apparently an aliquotting error had occurred, which resulted in two specimens
being reversed in the batch. The Florida Power & Light specimen was tested as
a clear negative, and the adjacent specimen was tested as a positive. The
adjacent specimen was forwarded to GC/MS for confirmation, with the result being
negative.

B. Since this is the most likely event to have occurred, we have taken
steps to retrain the individual who performed the aliquotting. Six hours of re-
training were conducted, with the JIiIndividual re-reading the aliquotting
procedure, and the SOP, as well as spending time with two different individuals
who perform aliquotting for remedial training. We have also dinstituted a series
of QC checks in the process. All persons are held responsible for signing off
onto a document that they have verified the QC steps and have done everything
that is necessary in assuring the process is correct. This is a further check
on all individuals, and a way to document all QC checks.

I believe that this is an isolated occurrence, which has been corrected with
remedial traznzng for this individual and the 1ong term resolution of adequate
Qc checks in the process.
