This was an unannounced, routine inspection of a cardiology clinic authorized to use byproduct material to perform 
diagnostic administrations ofradiopharmaceuticals in Washington Township, Michigan. The licensee performed 
approximately 6 administrations per day on occasional Mondays or Fridays. The licensee received unit doses from a 
radiopharmacy in Lansing, Michigan. The licensee employed one nuclear medicine technologist (NMT) and contracted 
the services of a medical physics consultant to perform quarterly audits and equipment calibrations. The RSO was 
unavailable at the time of inspection, so the inspectors performed a telephonic exit meeting with the RSO on February 5, 
2018. 

PERFORMANCE OBSERVATIONS 

The inspectors observed the NMT administer one resting and two stress doses oftechnetium-99m sestamibi during the 
inspection. The inspectors also observed the licensee's demonstration of dose calibrator constancy checks, package 
receipt, and spill response. Through these observations, combined with interviews of available staff, licensee personnel 
demonstrated an adequate level of understanding of emergency and material handling procedures and techniques. 

The inspectors observed that licensed material was adequately secured and not readily accessible to members of the 
public. The licensee possessed a radiation survey meter that was calibrated and operational. Independent radiation 
measurements by the inspectors did not indicate readings in excess of 10 CFR Part 20 limits in restricted or unrestricted 
areas. Personal whole body and extremity dosimetry badges were observed being worn by the staff during the inspection. 

The inspectors reviewed a selection of licensee records, including quarterly audits, source inventories, equipment 
calibration records, training records, and dosimetry, with no issues noted. 

No violations ofNRC requirements were identified as a result of this inspection. 
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
