Alliance would like to request amendment to Radioactive Permit number 47-25570-01 to include 
a change to the authorized uses of the storage location at 525 S Gould Street, Owasso, Michigan. 
We request the additional authorization to use the room to receive and temporarily store 68Ge sealed 
sources for return shipment to the source manufacturer. 
Currently, we exchange 68Ge sources approximately every 18 months in our Pet scanners on the 
mobile units. At the time of exchange, the sources are shipped directly to the mobile unit. Spent 
sources are returned to the manufacturer by shipment directly from the mobile unit. We would like 
this receipt and shipment to occur at the Owasso location, with the sources secured in the 
designated room. 
A technologist trained in hazardous material shipping and radiation safety will process the receipt 
and pickup of the sources in the same way it is currently completed on the mobile units. Spent 
sources will only be stored while waiting pickup for return to the manufacturer.
