III. DEFINITIONS

A. Radiological Release

1. An airborne release of radiological contaminants in gaseous
or particulate form. This release could be instantaneous in
the form of a single cloud or " puff", or it could be a pro-

[ ) longed release or " plume".

2. A liquid release of radiological contaminants that flow into
the waterway system. *

B. Protective Actions - Those emergency measures taken to prevent or
minimize radiological exposure. These may include in place shel-
tering or evacuation.

C. Protective Action Guides (PAG's) - Guices for protective action
based on the projected or committed dose values of individuals in

| the general population. Protective actions would be warranted

provided the reduction in individual dose expected to be gained
by these actions is not offset by excessive risks to safety in,

| taking the protective actions. The PAG's do not include t..e dose
l that has unavoidably occurred prior to the assessment (Refer to

D. Exclusion Area - That area surrounding a nuclear facility from
which the owner has the authority to exclude or remove people and
property.

O\ G. Michigan Emergency Preparedness Plan - The state disaster pre-
paredness plan which the Director of the Department of State
Police is responsible for preparing and continuously updating j
pursuant to Act 390 of the Public Acts of 1976 and which sets ;

forth actions to be taken by state agencies in response to a

. nuclear incident and other disasters.

H. Evacuation - The orderly movement of people away from an actual
or potential hazard. For a radiological release, evacuation will
be directed at right angles from the actual or projected plume to
avoid exposure.

I. Housing Area - The area designated for temporarily housing
evacuees in the event of a nuclear power plant incident. This
area is 20 miles or further from the nuclear power plant. Refer
to Social Services Appendix for a map showing this area in Wayne
County.

J. Congregate Care Facility - A public or private building in the
housing area that may be used to lodge and care for evacuees.
Generally, assigned space is approximately 40 square feet per
person.

K. Reception Center - A pre-designated facility on the periphery of
the ten mile EPZ which acts as the distribution point for the

O population seeking congregate care. If decontamination is
S _/ recommended, it will also become a decontamination center.s

L. Decontamination Center - A location with shower facilities and a
large parking area used to monitor evacuees for radiological con-
tamination and to decontaminate evacuees and their belongings, if

necessary. Several of these centers may be established on the
: periphery of the hazard area. They may also double as reception

centers.

M. Traffic Control Points - The points along evacuation routes that
are staffed by police to direct the evacuation.

N. Access Control Points - The points around the periphery of the
affected area to control access into the area.

O. Emergency Planning Zone (EPZ) - The area around a nuclear faci-
lity for which planning is required to assure that prompt and

| effective action will be taken to protect the public in the event
of an incident. A primary EPZ (the plume exposure pathway) will
consist of all cities, villages, and townships within a ten alle
radius of the facility within which procedures for shelter and
evacuation are major concerns. A secondary EPZ (the ingestion

| exposure pathway) will consist of all counties, inclusive of the
'

jurisdictions they encompass, within a 50 mile radius of the
facility within which procedures for monitoring food and water
contamination are major concerns.

The EPZ is divided into sectors and zones to facilitate the
implementation of protective actions on an area specific basis.
Refer to Attachments G and H.

P. Nuclear Incident - An event at the plant which may be classified
as an unusual event, alert, site area emergency, or general emer-
gency according to the criteria established in Attachment B.

Q. Radiological Incident Classification - The plant operator is
required to classify the incident according to the established
classification system; i.e., unusual event, alert, site area
emergency, or general emergency. The Michigan Department of
Public Health has the responsibility to review the operator's
nuclear incident classification, and on the basis of the
information supplied by the operator and their own monitoring
data, the department will issue the appropriate protective action
guides. State and local emergency response organizations will
use this classification system as a basis for emergency actions
in accordance with the appropriate emergency operations plans.
Refer to Attachment C. Licensee actions will be taken according
to Attachment D.

R. Dosimeter - A radiation monitoring device which measures the
amount of radiation to which the instrument has been exposed. It
comes in both permanent record and self reading types.

s, S. Emergency Operations Facility - The plant operator's counterpart
to the emergency operating center.

T. Joint Public Information Center (JPIC) - The point from which all
public information releases will be made by a " joint public
information team" (JPIT) made up of representatives from local,
state, and federal government, and the utility.

IV. CONCEPT OF OPERATION

A. Implementing Procedures

1. The Chairperson of the Wayne County Board of Commissioners is
responsible for implementing the necessary protective actions
and for directing the disaster relief forces in the county in
time of emergency in accordance with Act 390. In the event
of a nuclear incident where off-site releases have occurred
or there is the imminent threat thereof, he will declare a
State of Emergency, thereby activating tre Wayne County
Emergency Operations Plan. This could occur under any one of

the four classes of incidents. (Refer to Attachment E.) The
policy and procedures stated in the plan will guide disaster
relief forces in their response efforts.

O 2. In the event of a nuclear incident where off-site effects
occur, or there is the imminent threat thereof, the Governor
may declare a State of Disaster pursuant to Act 390, of the
Public Acts of 1976. The Michigan Emergency Preparedness
Plan will be activated by this action along with the local
plans, if not already activated. Once a state of disaster is

,

declared the Governor will direct the emergency response.
Compensation and liabilitien will be resolved according to
the statutory authority contained within the act.

B. Notification

1. If a nuclear incident occurs at the Enrico Fermi Atomic Power
Plant, the plant operator is required to immediately notify
the nearest Michigan State Police post and the Monroe
City / County Joint Communications Center, both 24-hour a day
response organizations. The Communications Center will be
notified by dedicated telephone line or by State Police radio
frequency as an alternate source. A simple call-back
procedure will be used to authenticate the information
received from the plant. Notification will be immediate upon
the discovery of the nuclear incident. The plant operator
will not vait for off-site radiation readings or complete
information. Favorable meteorological conditions will not be
justification for lack of notification.

6 2. Upon notification, the Communications Center will immediately
notify the Flat Rock Police Department in Wayne County. The
Flat Rock Police Department will then notify the Wayne County
Emergency Preparedness Coordinator and the police departments
in Rockwood and Gibraltar, and the fire department in
Brownstown Township, all 24-hour operations. For additional
notification procedures, see the Warning and Law Enforcement
Appendices. Refer to the Warning Appendix for the informa-
tion that will be made available by the Plant Operator

(through Monroe County) as it becomes available.

3. Refer to the Warning Appendix for the notification sequence
for other municipalities and key emergency response organiza-
tions.

4. Upon notification, the Emergency Preparedness Coordinator
will contact the Chairperson who will take the action neces-
sary to activate the Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan,
as appropriate.

O 5. The Flat Rock Police dispatch will continuously disseminate
updates and current information received initially from
Honroe County and later from the On-Scene State EOC for the
duration of the criris. This information will be made
available to all applicable parties listed on the call list
and to the EOC staff. The Wayne County On-Scene EOC will be,

located in this facility to make this information readily

available. The staff will disseminate the information to
their respective departments according to procedures
established in their appendices.

C. Execution

1. Preparation for and coping with a nuclear plant incident is a
joint, cooperative effort of private industry and local,
state, and federal governments. Each organization defines
its role, prepares plans, trains staff, and conducts exer-
cises in advance to ensure that is will be able to coordinate
all activities with other organizations and respond effec-
tively if an incident occurs.

2. The plant operator will classify the incident. State and
local action will be taken based on this classification. The
Michigan Department of Public Health will evaluate the
classification and issue the appropriate recommendations for

n protective action.

U
3. The plant is responsible for all on-site operations in con-

junction with the Nuclear Regulatory Commission. It will
provide the state and county 40C's with information concern-
ing projected dose accumulations off-site as well as current
and forecasted meteorological conditions.

4. The plant will provide the initial recommendations for pro-
tective actions. These actions may be altered accordingly
upon further assessment of the situation by the Michigan
Department of Public Health.

5. The basis for the actions taken by the utility and the state,
local, and federal governments is the Emergency Action Level
Classification System. Each Appendix has as one of its
attachments mutually agreeable and established bases for
notification, alert, and mobilization under each class of
incident. The Appendix to the Direction and Control Annex
begins the triggering action.

V. ORCANIZATION

A. Command and Control

1. The Wayne County Emergency Preparedness Coordinator is
responsible for emergency planning and updates, and overall
coordination of emergency operations in Wayne County. The
Deputy Coordinators appointed from Flat Rock, Gibraltar,
Rockwood, and other areas will assist him in this task. He
will coordinate all off-site operations to assure that the
proper notification and utilization of agencies occurs, and
that requests for assistance are met, and the continuity of
resources maintained. Agency assignments and responsibili-
ties are reflected in each respective department or agency's
Annex to the Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan, Appendix
1. Ref er to Att achment A for the emergency function and
agency assigreent chart for a nuclear power plant incident.

2. The Wayne County On-Scene Emergency Operating Center for a
nuclear power plant incident is located at Flat Rock
Municipal Building (Police Department) 25500 Gibraltar
Street , Flat Rock.

) the Michigan Department of Public Health, the EOC will beg

The county
Public Information Officer will gather information from
operational heads in this facility and disseminate it to the
public f rom the Joint Public Information Center to be used
jointly by federal, state, local, and plant operator
officials for this purpose.

3. Once a State of Disaster is declared by the Governor, state
resources will be provided to support existing local forces.
The state will direct and control resources and coordinate
action from the State EOC until the On-Scene State EOC at the
Michigan State Police post in Flat Rock is fully operational.
The On-Scene State EOC will be the central point for receipt.

and analysis of all field monitoring data upon which deci-
sions will be made. Information from this point will be for-
warded to the State EOC in Lansing where the Governor and
state agency representatives will be kept informed.

4. Until the On-Scene State EOC is fully operational, the State
EOC will serve in this capacity. Local communication will be
direct to this location until the On-Scene State EOC can
assume these functions.

5. Requests for federal assistance will be coordinated through
the State. Local resources within the area will be made
available to federal response teams as necessary and as
available. The Enrico Fermi Site Plan lists resources in the
area.

B. Liaison

1. A Michigan State Police, Emergency Services Division Field
Coordinator will provide liaison to the Wayne County On-Scene

|
EOC to assure that a coordinated response and exchange of

I information takes place between state and local government.
I

2. The plant will activate an Emergency Operating Facility (EOF)
when a nuclear incident occurs. They will coordinate their
actions with the counties and the state and transmit

| information and recommendations from this site. A utility

representative will be present in the county EOC to provide
liaison until the On-Scene State EOC is activated. Once it
is activated, all information from the operator's EOF will be
transmitted through the On-Scene State EOC.

3. Liaisons from the county will be present at the On-Scene
State EOC at the Flat Rock State Police post and at the plant
operator's Emergency Operating Facility (until the On-Scene
State EOC is activated). Refer to Appendix 1 to the Direc-
tion and Control Annex for these assignments.

VI. TASKS AND EXECUTION

A. Dissemination of Warning

1. The Warning Annex provides for alerting key officials and the
general public under all emergency circumstances. Specifica
for a radiological incident are included within Appendix 1 to
the Warning Annex.

B. Ladiological Monitoring

1. Initially, monitoring will be accomplished by the plant and
transmitted to the county EOC and State EOC for plotting.
Plotting will project plume direction and will show the area
affected. The plotting will be coordinated in the county EOC

' by the Radiological Defensc Officer in accordance with the
Radiological Defense Appendix. The affected area will be
determined according to wind direction, atmospheric condi-
tions, and the type of release.

2. Off-site monitoring and sampling will be necessary to deter-
mine any changes in the plume. Wayne County radiological
defense personnel will assume this responsibility in Wayne
County until the Michigan Department of Public Health moni-
toring teams arrive. The Radiological Defense Appendix
describes monitoring capabilities. Initially, the plant, and
later the Michigan Department of Public Health, will provide
the majority of the radiological monitoring for the county.

3. The Michigan Department of Public Health will provide reports
of off-site conditions once activated. The department will

assume the primary responsibilities for radiological monitor-
ing, exposure control, and protective action guidelines. The
On-Scene State EOC will become the central point for analysis
once established. Until that time, the State EOC will assume

iO this function.

4. The Radiological Defense Officer will issue dosimeters for
monitoring dose accumulations of emergency personnel. He
will be responsible for recording exposure levels and con-
trolling exposure.

| C. Access Control

( l. Access to the area will be controlled by establishing access
control points staffed by local law enforcement officials.
Potential access control points are identified in the Law
Enforcement Appendix.

I 2. Upon the receipt of a Governor's State of Disaster declara- *
tion, state resources will augment local efforts according to*

the Michigan Emergency Preparedness Plan.

O D. Evacuation

1. Evacuation may be ordered by the Governor (as reconumended by
the Department of Public Health) as a protective action based
on the e.xisting conditions. The affected sectors and zones
of the Primary Emergency Planning Zone will be determined by
the type of release and prevailing meteorological conditions.

2. If possible contaminants are involved, the evacuees may
require processing through a decontamination center. Several
of these centers will be established along the periphery of

,

the affected area for monitoring, decontamination, registra-
tion, and medical surveillance. Refer to the School Appendix
for a list of potential decontamination centers.

The Michigan Department of Public Health will provide guid-
ance in decontamination actions.

3. The primary means of evacuation will be by private vehicle.
School buses will supplement this means for those who have no
transportation. Persons requiring specialized transportation
will be provided special services as stated in the Appendix
to the Health / Medical Annex.

O 4. Refer to each department's Nuclear Facility Procedures Appen-
dix in the Emergency Operations Plan for specific evacuation
responsibilities.

E. Sheltering

1. Evacuation may not be recommended due to the particular re-
lease and immediate radiological threat. Sheltering in-place
may be advised as the appropriate protective action.

2. Refer to each department's Nuclear Facility Procedures Appen-
dix in the Emergency Operations Plan for specific sheltering
responsibilities.

F. Emergency Worker Exposure Control

1. The Radiological Defense Officer is responsible for maintain-
ing a record of exposure for all emergency response personnel

|
and an estimated record of exposure for the populace.

2. The maximum dose to emergency workers will not exceed a cumu-1

lative of 25 REM to the whole body. Exposure beyond this
limit will be on a voluntary basis and then only for lifesav-
ing purposes. Emergency worker exposure criteria can be
found in the Radiological Defense Appendix.

C. Public Information

1. All public information releases will be coordinated with the
county EOC.

2. The Public Information Officer will be situated at the Joint
Public Information Center (JPIC). A contact will be present
in the EOC beside the Chairperson where he will gather infor-
nation from department heads and forward it to the JPIC.

3. The state and federal governments and the plant will coordi-
nate with the county EOC before any public release of infor-
mation. Representatives from each will be present at the
J PIC. This press area will be established for joint news
releases and mutual exchange of information. It will be
located at Monroe County Community College in Monroe.

4. Appropriate public information will be given to the popula-
tion through news releases from the Joint Public Information
Center. The activation of the warning system and immediate
release of public protective action information will be

coordinated through the EOC and Warning Officer to preserve
its timeliness.

H. Food or Water Contamination

Upon n'otification of an incident that may cause food product' V 1.
and/or water contamination, the Emergency Preparedness Coor-
dinator will follow the recommendations of state officials in
alerting users of the affected food and/or water. Appro-
priate protective measures will be taken, including intensive
sampling to determine what further actions are needed.

I. Reentry and Recovery

1. The Michigan Department of Public Health will provide recom-
mendations to the Governor on reentry. He will order it .
Refer to Tab 119 to Attachment I to Appendix 1 to Annex Q of
the Michigan Emergency Preparedness Plan for specifics. When
radiation dose levels fall below the established limits, pro-
tective measures will be relaxed and preparation for recovery
begun.

2. Procedures for reentry will be directed by the Chairperson of
the Board and coordinated by the Wayne County Emergency Pre-
paredness Coordinator. All departments with emergency re-
sponsibilities will carry out their assigned tasks according
to their appropriate appendix.

This will include annual meetings to
discuss emergency operations and responsibilities as well as
special training programs designed specifically for a nuclear
power plant incident response. On-the-job training is also
considered valuable since many emergency assignments are made
in line with normal departmental duties. These training rr-
grams will also be offered to other departments and agencies
not directly affected, but which could become involved
through mutual aid agreements. Refer to each annex's
Appendix 1, for existing training programs for a particular
agency, including their scope, nature, and frequency.

It
will include mobilization of state and local resources and
personnel adequate to verify the capabilities to respond to
an accident at the plant requiring response. Exercises shall
be conducted as set forth in NRC and FEMA rules.

3. Required drills will be held concurrently with the annual
exercise. The required annual news media briefing will also
be held at the time of the exercise as well as the distribu-
tion of public information.

4. The exercise scenario will be jointly written by federal,
state, local, and plant cfficials. It will be varied from
year to year so that all major elements of the plans and
preparedness organizations are tested. Some exercises may
begin between 6:00 p.m. , and midnight. They will be conduc-
ted under various weather conditions. Some may be unannounc-
ed. The scenario will be written to allow free play for
decision making. The information that must be included in
the scenario is as follows:

a. The basic objective (s) of each drill and exercise and
appropriate evaluation criteria.

1. PURPOSES

A. To support the Direction and Control Annex to the Wayne County
Emergency Operations Plan.

B. To establish procedures to provide for the health, safety, and
velfare of the citizens of Wayne County in the event of a nuclear
f acility incident at Enrico Fermi Atomic Power Plant, Unit 2.

C. To establish procedures for operating out of an emergency
operating center in the event of a nuclear incident.

C. The Emergency Operating Center for a nuclear facility incident
will be located at the Flat Rock Municipal Building, 25500
Gibraltar Rd. , Flat Rock. It will be referred to as the Wayne
County On-Scene EOC, to distinguish it from the County EOC
located at the County Complex in Westland, which will not be
activated for this type of incident.

D. The Emergency Preparedness Coordinator is responsible for pro-
viding the services listed in Section IV of this Appendix. From
the EOC, he will coordinate the implementation of these tasks.
He will gather the most accurate and current information avail-
able on the incident to assist him in advising the Chairman on
the direction of the emergency response.

MAINTENANCE OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS CAPABILITY

Training -

An annual training seminar will be conducted to familiarize law enforcement
and fire personnel possibly involved in warning functions (including mutual
aid departments) with emergency operational aspects regarding a nuclear
power plant incident.

The annual training mission will include education on radiation, dosimetry
and exposure control, types of incidents that could occur at the plant,
protective action requirements, general state, local, federal, and plant
responses, and specific departmental responsibilities and procedures. The
Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan will be explained, and its use
discussed.

This annual training seminar will serve as the periodic retraining required
of warning personnel since law enforcement personnel and other warning

! support groups will be included.

Drills and Exercises

A small-scale exercise will be held annually for the emergency preparedness*

jurisdictions within the Enrico Fermi ten mile Primary Emergency Planning
i Zone. Law enforcement personnel may participate in this exercise, as

necessary. Following the exercise, an opportunity will be made available>

for questions, comments and discussion. The Warning Officer will take
these comments and the results of the exercise under consideration in
complying with his responsibility in maintaining and updating the Warning
Appendix to the Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan (EOP).

A major exercise will be held in the Primary Emergency Planning Zone for
Enrico Fermi when required. Law enforcement and other warning personnel
will participate in this exercise.

Once a month, when the Monroe City / County Joint Communications Center gets
a call from the plant, the Communications Center will continue the notifi-
cat ion procedure to notify the Flat Rock Police Department as per procedure
during an actual incident.

In addition to the routine training programs attended by communications
personnel, an annual training seminar will be conducted. This seminar will
be held for all communications personnel to familiarize them with the
emergency operational aspects regarding a nuclear power plant incident.

The training mission will include education on radiation, types of
incidents that could occur at the plant, protective action requirements,
general state, local, federal and plant responses, and specific departmen-
tal responsibilities and procedures.

MAINTENANCE OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS CAPABILITY

Training

The personnel in the Damage Assessment Team are trained on-the-job as
appraisers as well as taking various courses and seminars at the University
of Michigan in assessment procedures and administration. Building
Depa rtment personnel are also consulted with an effort to determine value
of real and personal property.

Damage. Assessment Team personnel are familiar with the property and
surrounding area of the Enrico Fermi Atomic Power Plant. This includes:

a. Property descrip' ions of the Enrico Fermi Atomic Power Plant.

b. Areas surrounding this plant, specifically with a 10-Mile radius,
particularly communities of Flat Rock,. Gibraltar, Rockwood and
Brownstown Township.

c. Real and personal propetty assessments in affected area.

d. Layout of buildings and physical location of plant on the site.

In addition, an annual training seminar will be conducted for all personnel
that may become involved in the damage assessment function. This training

O' mission will include education on radiation, types of incidents that could
occur at the plant, protective action requirements, general state, local,
federal, and plant responses, and specific departmental responsibilities
and procedures. The Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan will be
explained and its use discussed.

Drills and Exercises

A small scale exercise will be held annually that may be part of this
training process. Following the drill, an opportunity will be made
available for questions, comments, and discussion. The Damage Assessment
Chief will take these comments, and the results of the drill under
consideration in complying with his responsibility in maintaining and
updating the Damage Assessment Appendix.

A major exercise will be held in the Enrico Fermi vicinity as required.

A. NOTIFICATION - The RADEF Officer will be notified by the Wayne County
warning entry point when the Fermi 2 Plant has declared an " Alert"
(or. higher) classification of incident.

B. ALERT - The RADEF Officer will respond according to the specific
classification of incident in effect, using the following proce-
dures:

1. Unusual Event - Under an " Unusual Event" classification, the
RADEF Of ficer will NOT be notified, nor will he take any action,
due to the minimal implications to the safety of the population.

An annual training seminar will be conducted to familiarize Radiological
Defense (RADEF) personnel with emergency operational aspects regarding a
nuclear power plant incident.

The annual training mission will include education on radiation, types of
incidents that could occur at the plant, protective measures, general
state-federal plant responses, and specific RADEF responsibilities and
procedures. The Wayne County Emergency Operations Plan will be explained
and its use discussed.

Radiological Defense personnel will attend State and Federally sponsored
training courses to maintain their capability.

DISTRIBUTION OF DOSIMETERS

1. A supply of 100 dosimeters (both high and low range and permanent
record type) is stored in the Flat Rock Municipal Building. The
individual exposure record cards are also stored there.

EMEPGENCY WORKER EXPOSURE CONTROL PROCEDURES

The fire departments at Flat Rock, Rockwood, and Gibraltar will be used to
monitor emergency workers for radiation exposure. These will be operated
on a 24-hour basis.

When an emergency worker's shift ends, he/she will go to his designated
station to get his dosimeter read and to turn in his permanent record film
badge.

A fireman and a recorder will be present at each station to read the dosi-
meters, record the data, and forward it to the Radiological Defense (RADEF)
Officer in the EOC. The RADEF Officer will forward the exposure informa-
tion to departmental representatives. At the time of the incident, the
RADEF Officer will brief them on procedures to follow.

Each department will establish work shif ts to maintain 24-hour operations.
A fireman from the station will be present at all times. Assistance at
these stations will be provided by the Down River Mutual Aid.

If any emergency worker has reason to believe he has received an excessive
amount of radiation, he will be instructed to report directly to his desig-
nated station. If a fireman finds an emergency worker has accumulated a
dose beyond the limits established, he will immediately call the RADEF
Of ficer for further instructions. Emergency worker exposure limits can be
found in Attachment F. Decontamination procedures can be found in theO Health / Medical Appendix.

The fire stations will be set up to allow emergency workers to take showers
if they have received some contamination.

The Department of Social Services will coordinate the provision of extra
clothing at these stations. Contaminated clothing will be stored in one
location away from traffic. The Michigan Department of Public Health will
coordinate its disposal.

A team of firemen at these stations will hose down the vehicles of emer-
gency workers that have been contaminated, according to Michigan Department

(V'') DECONTAMINATION PROCEDURES FOR PUBLIC DECONTAMINATION CENTERS

Decontamination centers may need to be established at schools for
decontamination of the general population during an evacuation. Refer to
the School Appendix for a list of potential locations. The establishment
of these centers will be dependant on the wind direction for their location
and the type of accident for the necessity of establishing them.

Fire personnel f rom the district (s) in which the decontamination center (s)
is located will be present to decontaminate (hose down) the private vehi-
cles of the public that may be contaminated. Alternate fire personnel will
be provided through the Downriver Mutual Aid.

Fire services will bring hoses that they will attach to the fire plugs at
these locations. The water pressure attained will serve to decontaminate
vehicles. Decontamination of vehicles will be accomplished in a nearby

field to allow for the containment of material in one area and to facili-
tate removal of it at a later time, if necessary.

RADEF personnel will be available for monitoring evacuees, with assistance
f rom the Michigan Department of Public Health. Suf ficient personnel and
equipment will be available so that the population arriving at the decon-
tamination centers can be monitored in a 12 hour period. If it is found an
evacuee has been contaminated according to the criteria found in the

n' Health / Medical Appendix, he will be asked to take a shower af ter which he
will be given a change of clothing and re-monitored. The Department ofs ,,
Social Services will provide clothing if the evacuee does not have extra
with him. Contaminated clothing will be kept in one place, away from
traffic. The Michigan Department of Public Health will coordinate its
disposal.

1. The Radiological Defense Officer is responsible for maintaining a
record of exposure for all county emergency response personnel and an
estimated record of exposure for the populace.

The following information is an estimate of the time required to evacuate the
Enrico Fermi Primary Emergency Planning Zone. It is based on a normal weather,
work day situation in which a means of prompt notification is used. The pur-
pose is to estimate, on a conservative basis, the maximum time required for the
entire population to leave the ten-mile radius around the plant. Time required
to evacuate is divided into categories of notification, departure from work,
arrival at home, preparation of evacuation and actual evacuation. After this
has taken place, registration and sheltering will be accomplished in a greater
time frame. Several assumptions are present in this study. Family members
will be reunited at home before evacuating. Motorists will utilize privately-
owned vehicles in leaving the area and will take the most direct route available.
Traffic control and direction at some key locations will help balance the traffic

volumes on the evacuation routes and normal traf fic flow will be observed.

Times measured are from the beginning of notification until all the population
voluntarily leaving the area has done so. The critical time element exists

with the privately transported population. Institutionalized and other persons

requiring specialized transportation can be evacuated in considerably less time.
Only primary evacuation routes are considered. Population using secondary roads
will shorten time estimates somewhat.

B. In the event, the Chairman of the Wayne County Board of Commis-
sioners declares a State of Emergency, thereby activating the
Emergency Operations Plan, the Chairman of Downriver Fire Mutual
Aid or his designee will take his place in the Wayra County
On-Scene Emergency Operating Center as the Fire Operations
Officer.

C. The Fire Operations Officer is responsible for providing the
services listed in Section IV of this Appendix. From the Countyg(g On-Scene EOC he will coordinate the implementation of these; tasks. He will gather the most accurate and current information
available on the incident, and disseminate it to the rest of the
Downriver Mutual Aid group.

D. The Fire Operations Officer will maintain close contact with the
Downriver Mutual Aid group through direct communications avail-
able at the County On-Scene EOC to ensure operations are being
accomplished.

E. The Secretary / Treasurer or his designee has been designated as
the alternate Fire Operations Officer to provide relief at the
E0C on a 12-hour shif t basis.

F. The Fire Operations Of ficer and his alternate will be designated
from one of the communities near or within the Primary Emergency
Planning Zone at the time of the incident. The Chairman will
make this designation.

An annual training seminar will be conducted to familiarize Downriver
Mutual Aid Fire Services personnel with emergency operational aspects
regarding .a nuclear power plant incident. This will be held at one of the
regularly scheduled Downriver Fire Hutual Aid meetings.

The annual training mission will include education on radiation, types of
incidents that could occur at the plant, protective action requirements,
general state, local, federal, and plant responses, and specific depart-
mental responsibilities and procedures. The Wayne County Emergency Opera-
tions Plan will be explained, and its use discussed. Emergency Operating
Center Standard Operating Procedures will also be described. .

This annual training seminar will serve as the periodic retraining required
of Fire Services personnel since all Downriver Mutual Aid Fire Service
members will be included. It will be held in conjuction with the required
annual exercise.

A small ,9cale exercise will be held annually within the Enrico Fermi Pri-
mary Emergency Planning Zone. The Fire Operations Officer may participate
in this exercise, as necessary. Following the exercise, an opportunity
will be made available for questions, comments and discussion. The Fire
Operations Of ficer will take these comments and the results of the exercise
under consideration in complying with his responsibility in maintaining and

The f tre departments at Flat Rock, Rockwood, and Gibraltar will be used to
monitor emergency workers for radiation exposure.

When an emergency worker's shif t ends, he/she will go to his designated
station to get his dosimeter read and to turn in his permanent record film
hadge.

A fireman, and a recorder will be present at each station to read the dosi-
meters, record the data, and forward it to the Radiological Defense (RADEF)
officer in the EOC.

At the time of the incident, the RADEF Of ficer will brief them on proce-
dures to follow.

Each department will establish work shif ts to maintain 24-hour operations.
A fireman from the station will be present at all times. Assistance at
these stations u'11 be provided by the Downriver Mutual Aid-Fire.

If any emergency worker has reason to believe he has received an excessive
.

amount of radiation, he will be instructed to report directly to his desig-
! nated station. If a fireman finds an emergency worker has accumulated a

dose beyond the limits established, he will immediately call the RADEF
Of ficer for further instructions. Emergency worker exposure limits can be

,tg found in the RADEF Appendix. Decontamination procedures can be found in
the Health / Medical Appendix.

The Department of Social Services will coordinate the provision of extra
clothing at these stations. Contaminated clothing will be stored in one
location away f rom traf fic. The Michigan Department of Public Health will
coordinate its disposal.

The f tre stations will be set up to allow emergency workers to take showers
if they have received some contamination.

A team of ftremen at these stations will hose down the vehicles of emer-
gency workers that have been contaminated, according to Michigan Department
of Public Health guidance.

3(V DECONTAMINATION PROCEDURES FOR PUBLIC DECONTAMINATION CENTERS

Decontamination centers may be established at school locations for decon-
tamination of the general population during an evacuation.

The establishment of
these cent'ers will be dependent on the wind direction for their location
and the type of accident for the necessity of establishing them.

Fire personnel from the district (s) in which the decontamination center (s)
in located will be present to decontaminate (hose down) the private vehi-
cles of the public that may be contaminated.

Fire services will bring hoses that they will attach to the fire plugs at
these locations. The water pressure attained will serve to decontaminate
vehicles. Decontamination of vehicles will be accomplished in a nearby
fleid to allow for the containment material in one area, and to facilitate
removal of it at a later time, if necessary.

Radiological Defense monitors will be present to monitor for decontamina-
tion, assisted by Michigan Department of Public Health and County Health
Department Personnel.

MAINTENANCE OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS CAPABILITY

The health and medical services agencies participate in frequent training
programs,to fulfill their daily responsbilities. These include various
EMT training programs and hospital drills.

In addition, each agency that may participate in a nuclear facility
response will conduct annual training to ensure the capability of their
staff. This training may be held in conjunction with the Detroit Edison
Company and the state.

It will serve as the periodic retraining required of the county opera-
taional groups. This seminar will include education on radiation, types
of incidents that could occur at the plant, protective action requirements,
local, state, federal, and plant response as well as specific departmental
responsibilities and procedures. The county emergency preparedness plan
will be explained and its use discussed.

A medical emergency drill involving a simulated contaminated individual
will be held with participation by local support services agencies annually.
This drill may be held as part of the required annual exercise.

Each year a small scale exercise will be conducted within the Primary

(Q Emergency Planning Zone of Fermi to test the integrated capability and
f major portions of the basic elements of the county emergency preparedness

plan.

Major exercises within the Primary Emergency Planning Zone of Fermi will
be conducted as required.

Following a drill / exercise, an opportunity will be made available for a
critique. The results of the critique and lessons learned in the drill /
exercise will be used to upgrade the health annex to the county emergency
preparedness plan.

There is no known federal guidance for drinking water contamination in an emergency. Because
of the nature of the source, contamination of a groundwater source is very unlikely, but a
nuclear incident.could easily result in contamination of a surf ace water source of drinking
water. Such sources are usually used by community veter supplies rather than by individuals.

Since each co-nf ty water supply is used by a large number of people, a low individual dose
f rom contamination might result in a large total dose commitment, as in the Table below. On
the other hand, ingestion ia relatively eaay to restrict, and therefore the relatively strict
10CTR-20 Appendix B, Table II linits will be applied, whenever possible.

7. The WCDSS Special Community Services Director (or other
supervisory personnel in his/her absence) will coordinate
efforts with the Wayne County Dept. of Mental Health and
local ministers to provide crisis counseling.

8. Staff at decontamination / reception centers will provide the
Wayne County Public Health Department with names and loca-
tions of immobile persons who may require special care as

; soon as they become aware of them.

Special care must be given to residents of nursing homes,
Homes for the Aged, and Adult Foster Care Homes located
within a ten mile radius of Fermi 11.
