Gulf States Utilities Company (GSU) is providing its response to
Generic Letter 90-03, Relaxation of Staff Position in Generic
Letter 83-28, Item 2.2 Part 2 "Vendor Interface for
Safety-Related Components". This letter requested that licensees
review their present vendor interface programs to assure that:

a. A program with the NSSS vendor covers all safety-related
components within the NSSS scope of supply. This program
should include provisions for assuring receipt by the
licensee of all technical information provided by the
NSSS vendor; and

b. A program of periodic contact with the vendors of other
key safety-related components not included above.

GSU has reviewed its current program with the NSSS Vendor (GE
Companyj. GE has provided GSU with Service Information Letters
(SILs), Service Advisory Letters (SALs), Rapid Information
Communication Services Information Letters (RICSILs), etc. for
several years and will in the future continue to provide this
information. Additional provisions will be established to
achieve compliance with this generic letter by ensuring that
other requisite NSSS component documentation is also received and
maintained.

GSU plans to establish a program for periodic contact with the
NSSS vendor as well as other vendors of key safety-related
components (such as auxiliary feed pumps, batteries, inverters,
battery chargers, cooling water pumps, valve operators, diesel
generators and switchgear). The following actions will be
completed to implement this program:
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A list of these key components will be compiled.

A database wusing the above information will be developed

consisting of the component and vendor name and address,

Using the above database, correspondence outlining our intentions

of establishing a program for vendor interface will be mailed to

each vendor., This initial program will be complete by March 31,
16991,

Additionally, plant procedures will be revised to ensure that the
identified vendors will be contacted every twelvc months,
verifying that GSU has received applicable technical information
generated during the previous twelve-month period.
