LICENSE R-33

Subject to the conditions and requirements incorporated herein, the
Commission hereby licenses the General Electric Company (GE):

(1) Pursuant to Section 104 ¢ of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954, as
amended (hereinafter "the Act"), and Title 10, CFR Chapter 1,
Part 50, "Licensing of Production and Utilization Facilities",
to possess, use and operate the reactor as a utilization facility
