additional _ bending stresses. The use of Devcon in the jet impingement
wall (JIW) and the PSW was analyzed and it was determined that the use
of Devcon is adequate to support the PSW and JIW loads. GSU has therefore
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determined that this condition is not reportable under 10CFR50.55(e).
However, Engineering and Design Coordination Report (ESDCR) No. P-31,072B
was issued to provide a modified detail for the JIW as a design improvement
and thus eliminated the need for Devcon.-
