When procuring ASME Class I forged materials, the responsible engineer
shall determine the applicability of Paragraph NB 2330. For those
forgings which are to comply with the requirements of Paragraph NP-
2330, the responsible engineer shall ensure the following in the
procurement documents.

The supplier shall be required to take sample sr>ecimens for testing in
accordance witt, the requirements of Paragraph NB-2223 of ASME III
(1986 edition) for quenched and tempered material. Ti'e supplier shall
furnish documents identifying locations from which the test specimens
were tak:n.

Receiving inspection shall verify the receipt of the document detailing the
locations from which the mechanical test specimens were taken and receipt
of the test documentation. f

GSU's procedures which control qualification of welding procedure specifications
(WPS) require comp |iance with the codes applicable to the spe:itication. GSU
will provide training to the GSU welding group icsponsible for WPS
qualification. This training will encompass a discussion of the events which led
to this violation, corrective action taken, and will stress the need to enoce
compliance with applicable codes.
