F. The licensee is authorized to collect leak test samples for analysis by Gulf
Nuclear, Inc.. Alternatively, tests for leakage and/or contamination may be
performed by persons specifically licensed by the Commission or an Agreement
Staite to perform such services.

Sealed sources or detector cells containing licensed material shall not be opened or
sources removed from source holders by the licensee.

Each portable nuclear gauge shall have a lock or outer locked container designed to
prevent unauthorized or accidental removal of the sealed source from its shielded
position. The gauge or its container must be locked when in transport, storage, or
when not under the direct surveillance of an authorized user.

Any cleaning, maintenance, or repair of the gauge(s) that requires removal of the
source rod shall be performed only by the manufacturer or by other persons
specifically licensed by the Commission or an Agreement State to perform such
services.

The Ticensee shall conduct a physical inventory every 6 months to account for all
sources and/or devices received and possessed under the license. Records of
inventories shall be maintained for 5 years from the date of each inventory, and
shall include the quantities and kinds of byproduct material, manufacturer’s name
and model numbers, location of the sources and/or devices, and the date of the
inventory.
