On January 16, 1996, the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) amended its regulations in 10 CFR 30, 40,
and 70 to extend the expiration date of certain byproduct, source, and special nuclear material licenses
by five years (61 FR 1109). The above referenced license was extended by this rulemaking and will now
expire on November 30, 2004. Your license will not be amended to show this extended date until the next
routine licensing action. Until then, you may provide copies of this letter to vendors and other
interested parties as evidence that the license has been extended as a result of the rule.

The extended license authorizes the same activities and contains the same limitations as it previously
did. There will be no change in the frequency that the NRC inspects activities authorized by this
license.

The amended rules state that in the case of licensees who are granted extensions and who have a currently
pending renewa) application for that extended license, the application will be considered withdrawn by
the licensee and any renewal fees paid by the licensee for that application will be refunded. This will
apply to iicenses with expiration dates after July 1, 1995. for which renewal applications and the
appropriate fees have been submitted and the renewal is still pending. Refunds will be mailed to
licensees under separate cover.

A1l dicensees. including those whose renewal applications were withdrawn by this rulemaking, who wish to
change their radiation safety programs must request amendment of their licenses to reflect these
changes. Amendment requests must include the correct amendment fee since the NRC cannot apply pending
renewal refund Lalances toward amendment fees.

Vivian, 1 have reviewed the documentation provided by the licensee and discuss
the matter with Beth Pauchnik, the INTEGRIS attorney. An ambiguity had been
created by the August 28, 1996, letter from Crowe & Dunlevy to the Health Cent
which used legally inexact language in describing the ownership of the Health
Center. That has now been clarified with Ms. Pauchnik. The license should be
amended to show the licensee as "Baptist Healthcare of Oklahoma, Inc. d/b/a
INTEGRIS Bass Baptist Health Center." The licensee's parent company is
INTEGRIS Rural Health, Inc., which is in turn owned by INTEGRIS Health, Inc.
When ownership was transferred to INTEGRIS Rural Health, Inc., in 1995, this
was an indirect transfer of control of the license in violation of 10 CFR 30.
since that indirect transfer was not consented to in writing by the NRC. See
B9-25, Rev. 1. According to the response to the information notice, the chang
the hospital was apparently a name change only and not a change in the corpora
itself. Thus, the only legal change was in the licensee's ownership.

On March 17, 1997, William Radcliffe conducted an inspection at Bass Memorial Baptist
Hospital and determined that a name change had occurred since our last inspection of this
facility. Mr. Radcliffe questioned licensee personnel about a change in ownership and was
informed that Integris had purchased the hospital in 1995; however, the RSO and others
involved with NRC-licensed activities did not become aware of the purchase until the fall of
1996. Apparently, the delay in recognition of the purchase is related to the fact that the
parent corporation, Bass Health Care of Oklahoma, Inc., has remained the same. At the
end of the onsite portion of the inspection, Mr. Radcliffe left behind a 0~ py >f Information
Notice (IN) 89-25, "Unauthorized Transfer of Ownership or Control of Licensed Activities"
and advised the RSO of the need to address the questions in the attachment to the IN.

The licensee faxed its responses to the questions to the regional office on March 21,
1997, and according to the licensing staff, a licensing action was established to review the
licensee's submittal on Monday, March 24. Ms. Vivian Campbell has indicated that the
licensee's response may require a legal review to determine whether a transfer of the
license or control of licensed activities has occurred.

Per our discussion on March 24, NMI&FC/DB is requesting assistance from NMLB in
reviewing this issue to determine whether a violation of 10 CFR Part 30 has occurred.
Please let me know if you anticipate any lengthy delay in obtaining legal assistance to
complete your review while the regional counsel is absent.

Your assistance in this matter is appreciated.
