As you know, GE has applied to USNRC for an export license
for certain pipe and fittings to be used to repair the primary
system at Garigliano. The application was filed on October 3,
1978. -

In accordance with the U.S. Nuclear Nonproliferation Act
of 1978, however, the license cannot be issued until the U.S.*

Department of State receives a special assurance from the
Government of Italy that the exported items will not be re-
transferred without prior U.S. ~ approval. As you are probably
aware, this new policy of nuclear equipment supplier nations
is intended to strengthen safeguards against nuclear weapons
proliferation although it appears somewhat superfluous in this
case. The Government of Italy was requested to provide such an
assurance by copy of a letter from Mr. Dixon Hoyle, Director -
Of fice of Program Implementation, U.S. Department of State,
Washington, D.C. , 20520 to Mr. Antonio Badini (Embassy of Italy,
Washington, D.C.) dated September 19, 1978. Rgl{fg

Since that matter involves assurance on a generic basis

however, and may require concurrence by qg. gEgagSgtes,
5we should not expect an early response.
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Nevertheless, we have discussed the urgency of the
Garigliano repair program and our need for prompt export
licensing action with our government. ' We believe the following

to be an ef fective temporary expedient for this exportcourse
case:

1. ENEL to discuss with CNEN the U.S. need for assurance
that the pipe , fittings and other items to be exported
would not be retransferred without prior approval of
the Uni ted S tates .

2. CNEN to send a letter of such assurance to Mr. Dixon
B. Hoyle - proposed text follows:
"We certify that the material mentioned in the
application for Export License Number XCOM 004 filed
by the General Electric Company will not be re-
transferred without prior approval of the United
States and request the export license be issued on
an expedited basis in order to permit the Garigliano
reactor to be returned to service as promptly as
possible."
